London, July 14.—Recognition of
the danger inherent in the existence
of two armed volunteer bodies seems
to haye imbued all Irishmen with a
sense of added responsibility.

The Battle of the Bgyne was com-
memorated in Ireland with tremend-
ous enthusiasm, but was more notice-
able for the absence of disorder than
on past occasions of this kind. :

Following the usual custom a great
procession marched from Belfast to
Drumberg where Carson made -a
speech defying the Government
either to totally exclude Ulster from

Home Rule or to come out and fight. !

The Daily Mail Belfast correspond-
ent thus describes thevmarch of 100,-
000 men to Drumbeg:

“Rattling and roaring like maxim
guns the drums of Ulster proclaimed
the victory of the Boyne and when,
in future, I recall the Twelfth of
Julr, I shall hear the drums at Drum-
b¢y where hundreds of big drums
thundered the Orange rejoicings.

Dumberg, Ireland, July 13.—The

Caused Enthusiasm.

Sir Edward’s speech, which evoked
enthusiasm, served notice on the
British Government, that unless they
vere prepared to leave Ulster alone
they would very shortly find the Ul-
siermen recognizing no government
except the Provisional Government
of Ulster. :

He said he had been given author-
ity to act, and if necessary to exer-
cise his powers without regard to
censequences to himself. :

Ulstermen were not going to give
way, they were bound to win because
God would defend the right.

His Alternative.

Carson offered the Government the
alternative of giving Ulster a eclean
cut out of Home Rule or coming to
fight the Ulstermen., These are .the
only possible glternatives.

Ulster, he cgncluvded, was claiming
only justice, and if it did not get 1t
from the Government it would take
it for itself.
