men of this regiment, with a char-
acteristically impetuous charge broke
into the greater part of their objec-
tive there and killed or captured the
entire German garrison, and then
calmed down with determination o
hold what they had taken. In the
early morning their western flank,
becoming exposed, the survivors ol
the regiment on their left, were
pressed back by hostile counter-at-
tacks and a few of them moved east-
wards. Here a successful stand was
made, a blgck constructed, and the
enemy advance definitely arrested.

By three o’clock in the afternoon
their eastern flank was also exposed
by the enforced withdrawal of the
right battalion, as already describ-
ed. None the less they continued
obstinately to maintain their posi~
tion, although they were now in an
jsolated situation 500 yards in ad-
vance of our other lines. They Te-
mained until darkness when they re-
ceived orders to withdraw. At 9 o'-
clock the retirement began and in
the midst of it the Germans launch-
ed the fresh attack with large num-
bers of men. ~An officer with the
crew of Lewis machine gun, remain-
ing to cover the retirement, opened
fire and’ successfully held off the at-
tack until the gallant defenders were
able to disengage and reach their
former positions in safety. He, him-
self, and'his men then withdrew,
taking their gun with them.

The left was less fortunate. Al-’

though pushed with equal gallantry,
heavy wire was encountered, and in
the obscurity the men could not per-
ceive the gaps.

They had to move parallel to tha
enemy's trench seeking an entrance
and were exposed to a bitter machine
gun fire. But certain ‘elements pene-
trated the German position continued
to hold it against counter-attacks as
long as resistance was possible.

When the full story is told this
regiment will he fouad to have added
fresh lustre to a name already fam-
ous. On their left one company of
an Ontario’ battalion reached th.eir
objective and cleared their portion
of the trenches, but they were mot
strong enough to maintain therq-
gelves. .

A similar fate befell the ‘Winnipeg
battalion on their left ‘which reached
the first line of German trenches, but
was too wedkened to withstand the
counter-attack. Next to them 2
Canadian regiment penetrated the
German ‘lines on & three ~company
frontage and for four ‘hours resisted

counter-attacks. Finally they
were driven back, but not un}il the
trench was full of German dead and

" | wounded.

An Alberta battalion on their left
was less fortunate. They were held
by the wire entanglements while the
machine guns of the enemy poured
a withering hail of bullets into them.
&till the survivors with undaunted
courage Dressed om, finally "broke
through | the entanglements, entered
the enemy’s trenches and took their
toll of German killed and wounded.

From that ground of conflict and

death few returned. Gallant soldiers |

had fought and died, but dying they
had exchanged their lives for those
of the German foe. :
Considered as a demonstration of
the dash and courage of our infan-
(ry, as a great incident in the mili-
tary history of Canada, it will have
an inspiring gignificance. We are
back in the positions from which we
started. From that fact the enemy
may derive what satisfaction he can,
but .our men have reafirmed their
personal ascendency in battle. They
feel no sense of defeat. On the con-
trary, the living are more confident
of victory and the dead have not

| died in vain. They have but dedicat-

ed their lives to the assurance of
that victory.
