AN IMPORTANT FEATURE.
In the landscape. Two tall chimneys 
pour forth light clouds of steam and 
smoke.

NEW KOOTENAY RAILWAYS.
Three new railways In West Koote­

nay, if not four, are likely to make 
good progress towards completion this 
year, even if they do not get into full 
operation, says the Revelstoke Mail. 
The Arrow Lake branch of the C. P. 
R. will without a doubt be extended 
from Wigwam 'to the Upper lake. Con­
necting there with the steamer for 
Nakusp, and thence by the Nakusp & 
Slocan 'Railway to the Slocan mines, 
a regular shipment of ore can be made 
all winter without Interruption. To 
avoid the risk of delay by ice on the 
lake, the new steamer to be built by 
the C. & K. N. Co. must be provided 
with an ice-breaker powerful enough 
to keep the channel open in all weath­
ers. Tne C. P. 'R. and Navigation 
Company will be compelled to do this 
in order to hold the business which 
It Is expected will be competed for by 
the Kaslo & Slocan railway, reported 
to be under contract for completion 
by the 1st of September. This line 
with Its outlet on Kootenay lake will 
not only be a direct competing route 
for many of the mines now shipping 
via Nakusp, but will give transporta­
tion to many new mines so far not 
within the reach of railway or steam­
er. The prospect, therefore, in the 
Slocan Is for an exceedingly active 
and even rushing summer, both as to 
railway building and mining develop­
ment. The wisdom of the Legislature 
tn withholding from the Red Moun­
tain Railway Company an extension 
of Its charter, as prayed for, will re­
sult In the immediate construction of 
the road, and perhaps a second line 
from the Columbia at Trail to the/ 
mines will be built by the C. P. R. It 
is entirely safe to say that had the 
extension been granted, not even one 
road would have been built, this year.

Instructive Meeting jud­
der the Auspices of the Hortlculttfr&l 
Board.

Maple Ridge, March 21.—A large and 
successful meeting of the fruit growers

held In the Maple Ridge town (haH on 
the 21st Inst. On motion Reeve Fergu­
son took the chair and D. C. Webber 
acted as secretary. The chairman 
briefly stated the object of t^e meeting, 
and then called on ’ Thomas Cunning­
ham, chairman of the Board of Hdrtl-i 
culture, to speak on the work and ob­
jects of the board and fruit growing In­
terests in British Columbia. This gentle­
man in his usual able and forcible man­
ner proceeded to show the many advan­
tages the people of British Columbia 
possess, to climate, soli, etc., for the 
production of a superior class of fruit, 
and that only proper legislation and 
systematic methods ctf development were 
needed to place this Province in the 
front rank as a fruit producing country. 
He went on to speak of# the fondation 
to 1889 of a Horticultural society In Van­
couver, the necessity of the present 
board, and the practical work they have 
already done arid are now doing to the 
endeavor to keep the Province from 
being overrun with the various insect 
pests, so destructive to the fruit grow­
ing industry. He urged upon those pre­
sent the absolute necessity of taking 
prompt measures to rid their orchards 
of Insect pests and fungus diseases. If 
they did not do it themselves, then it 
would become the duty of the board to 
enforce the regulation by process of 
law. He hoped that by co-operation with 
the board farmers and fruit growers 
would make this courèe unnecessary. A 
number of questions were asked Mr. 
Cunningham relative to fyngus and 
ôthér diseases. The Bordeaux Mixture 
was recommended for blight affecting 
the Transcendant crab. Mr. Harris said 
he had used linseed oil for bark dis­
eases with good results, 
stated that he had ex 
bark disease, and had fo 
fit from using a mixture as follows:

Successful and
RAŒLWAY CONSTRUCTION.

KEPT PRETTY BUSY, 
drawing off and disposing of the slag 
and they are somewhat cramped for room 
owing .to the smallness of the cooling 
ground. This will be remedied as the 
slag tip grows bigger day by day. Since 
Saturday last the output of billion has 
been about 20 tons a day. This amount 
will of course vary with the value of 
the ore treated. Whatever goes In at 
the top has to come ont at the bottom, 
either as bullion or slag. Many of our 
readers are doubtless familiar with the 
aspect of the smelter, but to those who 
are not the scene, especially at night, 
Is a weird one. The stack stands in the 
centre of the floor, 0 
brick and Iron reaching to the lofty 
roof. Huge pipes lead to it and Into It, 
and through them with a loud noise 
rushes the blast, 
canopy so arranged as to catch and 
carry up a separate chimney all the 
fumes, smoke, steam, etc., stands the slag 
pot, a huge egg cup on wheels. Into 
this with much hissing pours a molten 
stream of slag, sending out showers of 
very solid sparks in every direction. 
Round it sand the men with long tamp­
ing rods tipped with tumps of clay, ready 
to plug the hole when the pot Is full. 
Occasionally the stream breaks It proper 
bounds, enlarges the hole and busts forth, 
quickly over-flowing the pot and sending 
a stream of red hot lava many feet 
in every direction. Then o fight with the 
fire begins and it Is not without very 
considerable pluck and no few burns 
that the firey torrént Is checked and the 
hole safely plugged. But this will not 
happen when the men are more 
tomed to the work. At present their 
overalls are somewhat sketchy in con­
sequence of their inexperience. Here 
W. B. Gordon Is In charge and it is 
greatly to his credit that no hitch of any 
kind has occurred since the blast was 
first turned on. * Power for the concen­
trators Is supplied by a 160 h. p. Corliss 
engine.

Eight, and Ten Mlle çréeks; follow the 
Slocan river, and connect with the C. 
& K. railway at Slocan Crossing. By
