,We make no further comment for we be­
lieve that sacrifice of this kind conveys 
its own unspoken message far more elo­
quently than futile words can do.

Now there appears to be an idea pre­
valent in the minds of some of out citizens 
that this is a G.W.V.A. campaign and that 
theG.W.V.A. must bear the responsibility. 
In consequence of. this we wish to state 
plainly that this is a G.W.V.A. cam­
paign so far and only soffaras the G. W. V. 
A. have interest in common with the 
Wolfville citizens. The Monument is not 
the G.W.V.A. Memorial, it is the town 
Memorial, the campaign is not a G.W.V.A. 
campaign,,it is a town campaign. Each 
and every citizen of Wolfville has an In­
terest and responsibility in its success 
equal and coextensive with the interest 
and responsibility of any individual mem­
ber of the Association.

We believe that the Monument should 
have been a trifle more military in form— 
we believe that the Honor Role should 
have been placed in a more prominent 
position. It seems to be the almost u- 
nanimous opinion of our fellow citizens that 
these alterations should be made. We 
have obtained price quotations at rates 
considerably ’less than the town itself 
could have obtained them—and we pledge 
ourselves to do everything else in our power 
to make the venture a success.

The result is entirely in your hands and 
we have not the slightest doubt that you 
will do your share.

And, whi[e we know that your part 
will be done, we take this opportunity of 
asking that,U be done promptly for this 
is a matter 'Regarding which promptness 
either with cash or pledgee is decidedly a 
virtue.

We beg to thank all those who have 
contributed or otherwise assisted us in 
this campaign to date, and we solicit from 
each and every citizen his or her fullest 
support during the coming week.

It is a problem in all towns, that of 
keeping the streets free from the accumu­
lation of refuse, the result of daily living 
and moving. Practically the question of 
sanitary cleanliness has been grasped, 
and is fairly dealt with, but the matter of 
untidinesa is one that presents difficulties 
and will continue to so so until evety 
citizen realizes that an untidy or an un­
sightly town is as much the concern of 
the individual _as it is of the Board of 
Trade and Town Council..

Keeping a town clean is a matter of 
individual co-operation. Civic clean-up 
days are all right and most commendable. 
Wolfville has one every week. But unless 
the citizens constitute themselves into a 
permanent follow-up committee the efiort 
of the street officials is rendered fruitless. 
It may be said by some that a town clean 
for a day each week is better than a town 
never clean, but so perverse are inanimate 
things—as well as animate people—the 
day that a town is not clean is the time, 
as a rule, that it has the most visitors. 
Any housekeeper will tell you how it 
works.

On the other hand, there is something 
senseless in the attitude of mind that al­
lows the accumulation ol rubbish to 
commence at almost the very hour that 
previous unsightly collections havq been 
removed. There is no particular need for 
the accumulation of rubbish at any time.

Wolfville is acknowledged to be one 
of the cleanest and moat beautiful towns 
in Canada. Nature has done very much 
to make it so, and a great deal has been 
done by citizens to add to natural beau­
ties. Much public money has alio been 
expended in order that the town might be 
made a more attractive place in which to 
reside. A little more energy on the part 
of citizens and more civic pride in the ap­
pearance of our streets and surroundings 
would contribute greatly to the desired

Wednesday was the 91st birthday of 
Wolfville's oldest citizen. ’’Dr, Elias N. 
Payzant, and he celebrated the occasion 
by spending the afternoon in the ham­
mock where he received the congratu­
lations of relatives and friends. Although 
mentally unimpaired our venerable towns­
man has been confined to his home for 
months back, and Wednesday was the 
first time he has been out for over a year.

Happening to be passing a representa­
tive of The Acadian had the privilege of 
a short chat and of participating with him 
in a piece of birthday cake. Always an 
interesting and well informed companion 
the doctor has lost none oi his interest 
in public affairs. His memory is a marvel 
and no detail escapes it. Dr. Payzant was 
bom at Wilmot, Annapolis county, and 
came to Wolfville to reside when nine 
years of age. He was one of the first 
students of Horton Academy, which was 
established a year before. He later studied 
medicine in the office of the late Dr. E. 
L. Brown, who carried on a very large 
practice in the old days and was known 
and beloved by all. Dr. Payzant prac­
tised his profession successfully for years 
and latei specialized in dentistry and in 
his day was a leader in this branch of 
surgery. He has always been keenly In­
terested in community affairs and is one 
of the best known and most highly es­
teemed men in this pert of Nova Scotia. 
May he be spared to round out the full 
century and enjoy continued health and 
contentment.

On Friday last an important confer­
ence was held at Kentville to take into 
consideration Nova Scotia’s contribution 
to the Imperial Exhibition to be held in 
London. England, Oct. 25th to Nov. 2nd. 
The Acadian pointed out some weeks ago 
the importance . of our apples being 
properly represented at this important 
gathering of the Empire’s fruit products.

The overseas dominions will enter into 
competition on the basis of six boxes to a 
variety, while twenty boxes will be ne­
cessary to compete in the competition with 
the British Empire. The exhibition has 
been promoted and is being financed by 
the Daily Mail, of London, and agree­
ments were reached between the fruit 
companies and representatives of the 
government which if ratified by the latter 
will probably mean a large exhibition of 
the products of Nova Scotia.

While the United Fruit Companies, on 
account of their very large holdings, WiU 
naturally figure prominently in the ex­
hibit, every effort possible should be put 
forth by growers to show what our pro­
vince can do in competition with other 
fruit growing sections of Canada and the 
Empire.

The growing of apples and fruit gen­
erally in the British Isles is increasing in 
volume every season and now represents 
large supplies ol home-grown fruit for the 
markets of that country, conflicting to a 
great extent with imports. In fact during 
the earlier months of the season this re­
presents serious competition with Canada's 
shipments, this in spite of the fact that 
owing to the superiority of color, finish 
and general excellence, Canadian apples 
if carefully selected and properly graded 
and packed, are always given the prefer­
ence.
