AGAIN DESTROYED BY FIRE.

RoBB’'s FOUNDRY AT AMHERST BURNED.

Aaxiaerst, March 27.—Fire again broke
out this morning at 3 o’clock in Robl’s
foundry  which was destroyed last fall.
The boiler shop was the only building

aved from the first fire. The moulding

shop, lately built, with its valuable con-
tent: including hundreds of patterns,
were all destroyed in twenty minates
after the alarn. The fire burned rapidly,
the building wss a secthing mass of
flames and beyond hope siving, before
the alarm A panic was
caused by aslight fire in another part of
the town from sparks, but no damnage
was done. The foundry fire is suppnsed
to have caught from. the forge.in, the
blacksmith shop. The watchman was
there half an hour before the alarm was
given, and all was safe then. It is a
mystery how it goisuch headway be-
tween that and the time of the alarm, as
when the firemen got there the building
with its contents were a mass of fire to
the ground, The cffices and machine
and pattern.shops were not touched. At
the time of the fire ‘both niembers of the
firm were in Moncton. They have much
sympathy, as they were just reccvering
from the last firc and showing great en-
terprise in rebuilding and furnishing
machinery for working and promptly
filling orders. The loss is supposed to be
from 87,000 to $10,000. lnsurance on
the building and stock destroyed was
$1,300 in the Eastern insurance com-
pany. Messrs. Robb returned this fore-
noon and gave orders to clear away at
once and rebuild and refurnish for busi-
ness. The conduct of the firemen is
commended for the rapid manner in
which the water was procured.
