In his examination before Justice
Stuphen at 11 o’clock to-night, he said
that he had hired Simpson in Newark a
week ago and had since used him con
tinuously as a subject without any ill
effects.

Everton said that Simpson had been
drinking during the early part of the
evening and had also complained to a
number of people about feeling ill b&
fore he went on the stage, but he was
not. aware of his condition when he put
Lim into a hypnotic state.

The physicians in the Somerset Hos
pital pronounced Simpson dead at mid-
night, but Everton and a fellow hypno-
tist are still making an attempt to
bring him to life.

The authorities later to-day granted
Everton, the hypnotist, permission to
call in another professional hypnotist
from Newark to make a last effort to
revive the young man.

A third hypnotist from New York was
sent for to-day by the management of
the theatre.
