retura on roads er public works being
obtained or obtainable. These men.
then, are sustained py the publio res
venues during theé winter, to. work
during the summer for their summer’s
support. Hero then we have an ine
creasing populdation.; an. increasing
pauper grapt; of pecessity an ine
creasing tax to meet it :: all. these are
running on parallel lines, whilst you
have ne iooreasing productive fisheries
o waintsin the population or occupy.
its onergies. TRhese lines so diverging
involxe a great secsal problem : either
new industries. must be prowided. or
the surplus population must be re-
moved frem.the country; otherwise,
jamine must seoner or later inevitably
ensue, Kar be-it frcm. him. 1o dony
these poor people the trifling aid they
procure fsom. the-xoad. grants to keep
them alive throughi tha. winter. They
were not t0-be blamed. for applying for
it, nor. were thoy. degraded. by receiv-
ing it; it was u matter of nccessity
with them ;, and he would only. be too
glad to meet the necessity; and: help
them over difficulties for which they
were not responsible, but which
grew out of the conditions arising from
the peeuliar circumstances in which
they were placed. The laboring class-
es of this.country work hard, but re-
eeive very poov compensation for their
Jahor—insufficient to. provice. them
with the necestitigs of life, 1le had
said ““‘vew industries;” for even
though our fishery products were to
inerease o any extent, another most
serijus quostion arises.as to.where the
additional markets shall be- found for
their consumption, cepecially taken-in
connection with: the. euergatic: compe:

Railroad from St. Johu’s to Notre Dame
Bay, with branch lines, as in the said Aot
set forth ; and whareasa survey has been
made of about one nundred mules of the
said line of Railway, and an estimate of
cost thereof has slso been made and
whereas proposals have been submitted
by two Syndicates 10 construcr, main-
tain, and operate the said Railway; in
consideration of an annual sutsidy,
grants of land, and other concessions.
from the Colony, as set forth jin said:
proposals,.

Resolved;—That in the opinion of this
Committee it is desirable, if a switable
proposal be obtained that the Governs
ment should. contract with 8 Compaay
for the constructing maintaining, and
operating the said Railway by the Coms
pany, in consideration of the payment to
the Company of an annual subsidy, and
the concessions ¢f land, with other pri~
viiges, in substitution of the provisions of
the Act belore referred. to.:
