Without presum-
ing to read the mind of the
Chureh, one may perceive several
reasons why the plain chant is
peculiarly suited to her purpose.
First, the rhythm is not metrical
but free; or rather, the rhythm
of the ehanteonforms to that of the
text! clothing it easily and flexibly.
