A Type of Man that Everybody 

Knows.

The Hon, Bardolph Bottles—I call 
him that, because that is not his name— 
is a gentleman—and I call him so because 
it is polite—of atout body, iorid com­
plexion, with the little mind he possesses 
spread all oyer him.

By this I mean that the Hon. Bottles 
has his character and force thereof more 
in his temperament than in his develop-

The opportunity appeared, when Bot­
tles quarreled with his southern asso­
ciates The gentle brokers were quick 
to sell their information, and hia wrouged 
brother railroaders were able to fetch 
the penitentiary again to the gaze ul 
Bottles, and so force him out of the 
enterprise.
