FORT SASKATCHEWAN.
Bulletin News Service.

A fairly good audience turned out 
to the Town Hall last night, to hear 
Rev. Dr- Shearer, the retiring secre­
tary of the Lord’s Day Alliance, speak 
on the new act», which is now in force 
throughout Canada. Rev. A. Forbes 
cated as chairman,' and Rev. Canon 
d’Easum was also on the platform. 
Rev. D. Shearer in opening his ad­
dress, referred to the increased ob­
servance of the Sabbath. The year 
1906 had been essentially a Lord’s 
Day year. In this year, Canada, the 
Argentine Republic, France and Chi­
na had passed cats for Sunday observ­
ance. In 1904 Spain and in 1905 Bel­
gium had passed similar bills. The 
speaker referred to the ‘Holiday Sun­
day’ as it was observed in France, 
for many years and pointed out that 
it had proved a failure in that coun­
try. In recent years, when Sir Wil­
frid Laurier visited France and saw 
the effects of Sabbath non-observance 
he determined to do everything in rea­
son to prevent such a condition of 
affairs in his own country. Therefore 
when the Canadian bill was beftire the 
House of Commons and denounced by 
Bourassa, it was owing to Sir Wilfrid 
Laurier’s efforts that it got the sup­
port of the French members, with 
four exceptions. Seven days previous 
to the Canadian law being passed, the 
French people got their new law, the 
motto now being “Rest, and let rest 
on the Rest Day. The platform the 
Lord’s Day Alliance had taken, was 
that a man could do as he liked on 
Sunday as long as he did not inter­
fere with anyone else, but when he 
deprived some one else of his rights 
then the Lord’s Day Alliance object­
ed. The speaker said he could not 
understand why any one, from other 
than a selfish motive, could advocate 
the open barber shop, tobacco store, 
ice cream parlor and such. He also 
dealt very thoroughly with matters 
of sordid greed and sordid selfishness, 
touching on the C. P. R. telegraph- 
operators’ fight for some relief from 
their twelve hours a day, seven days 
a week work. Wherever the Sunday 
law had been enforced! railway and 
other accidents had shown a great de­
crease. The Intercolonial was in­
stanced as a Sunday observance rail­
way in Eastern Canada and the Chi­
cago and Northwestern in the United 
States.

At the close of the meeting a branch 
society was organized, and officers 
elected sa follows : President, Rev. 
A. Forbes ; vice presidents, Rev. Can­
on d’Easum and Rev. W. J. Howard; 
secretary treasurer, Mr. Walton; the 
executive committee, to be appointed 
later. After a hearty vote of thanks 
had been given to Dr. Shearer, the 
meeting adjourned.

On the morning of Wednesday, 2nd 
inst., at the home of her son, Mr. C. 
F. Stewart, there passed away peace­
fully, one of the real old-timers in 
the person of Mrs. A. J. Stewart, at 
the advanced age o{ 78 years. Mrs. 
Stewart was a native of Manitoba, 
daughter of Mr. A. Mowat, and widow 
of Colonel James Stewart, both of the 
Honourable Hudson’s Bay Company. 
Colonel Stewart occupied the position 
of chief factor at Cumberland House 
and other important posts of the com­
pany, and later removed to Kildonan, 
North Winnipeg, where the kindly 
and generous hospitality, dispensed 
by himself and Mrs. Stewart, at 
‘Marchmount” still lingers a pleasant 
memory in the minds of old-timers 
of Winnipeg. On the death of her 
husband, some nineteen years ago 
Mrs. Stewart came west, and settled 
at Clover Bar, removing some three 
years later to Fort Saskatchewan 
where she had since made her home 
Mrs-. Stewart leaves three sons, John, 
at present in British Columbia; James 
in the employ of the Hudson’s Bay 
Company, and Charles Frederick, at 
Fort Saskatchewan, and one daughter, 
Mrs. H. F. Greenwood, of Edinon 
ton, who was with her mother, nurs­
ing her at the last.

SYNOPSIS OF CANADIAN NORTH-WEST
HOMESTEAD REGULATIONS.

Any even numbdred election of Do­
minion Lands im ’Manitoba or the 
North-West - Provinces, ; excepting 8 
and 26, not» reserved;’ may lie home­
steaded by anyv person the sole head 
of a family, or male over 18 years of 
age, to the extent of one-quarter sec­
tion, of 160 acres, more or less.

Application for homestead entry 
must be made in person by the ap­
plicant at the office of the local Agent 
or Sub-Agent. Entry by proxy maÿ, 
however, be made on c»;r-tain condi­
tions by the father, motiver, sou, 
daughter, brother!, ‘ or sister of an in­
tending homesteader.

An application for entry or inspec­
tion made personally at any Sub- 
agent’s office may be wired to the 
local Agent by the Subagent, at the 
expense of the applicant, and if the 
land applied for is vacant on receipt 
of the telegram such application is 
to have priority and the land will be 
held until the necessary papers to 
complete the transaction are receiv­
ed by mail.

In case of "personation” the entry 
•will be summarily cancelled and the 
applicant will forfeit all priority of 
claim.

An application for inspection must 
be made in person. The applicant 
must be eligible for homestead entry, 
and only one application for inspec­
tion will be received from an indivi" 
dual until that application lias been- 
disposed of.

A homesteader whose entry is in 
good standing, and not liable to can­
cellation, may, subject to approval of 
Department, relinquish it in favour 
of father, mother, son, daughter, 
brother or sister, if eligible, but to 
no one else, on filing declaration of 
abandonment.

Where an entry is summarily can­
celled, or voluntarily abandoned, sub­
sequent to institution of concellation 
proceedings, the applicant for inspec­
tion will be entitled to prior right of 
entry.

Applicants for inspection must 
state in what particulars the home­
steader is in default, and if subse­
quently the statement is found to be 
incorrect in material particulars, the 
applicant will lose any prior right of 
re-entry, shoulu the land become 
vacant, or if entry has been granted 
»t may be summarily cancelled.

Duties.—A settler is required to 
perform the conditions under one of 
the following plans :—

(1) At least six months’ residence 
upon and cultivation of the land in 
each year during the term of three 
years.

(2) If the father (or m-other, if the 
father is' deceased) of a homesteader 
resides upon a farm in the vicinity of 
the land entered for by such home­
steader the requirement as to resi 
dence may be satisfied by such per­
son residing with the father or 
mother.-

(3) If the settler has his permanent 
residence upon farming land owned 
by him in the vicinity of his home­
stead ,the requirement may be satis­
fied by residence upon such land.

Before making application for 
patent the settler must give six 
months’ notice in writing to he Com­
missioner of Dominion Lands at Ot­
tawa, of his intention to do so.
