world. But his father was adamant. 
“Thy calling is music,” was his stem 
answer. "The Church is not for 
thee.” And though he rebelled fierce­
ly, it was not long before thoughts 
of the Church took wing before his 
first passion, when he lost his heart 
to one of his pupils, Caroline, the 
beautiful daughter of the Comtesse 
de Saint-Cricq. To the young musi­
cian this was the opening of a new 
and wonderful world ; for hie love 
was returned, and the Comtesse 
smiled on his suit Then, followed a 
few months -f Paradise for the young 
lovers, when life took on the glories 
of Heaven; but these glories were 
fated to an early eclipse, for the Com­
tesse died, and her husband, who did 
not approve of the match, put his 
foot resolutely down and insisted on 
his daughter marrying a man of his 
own choice.

With Tears and Pleadings.
In the bitterness of his disappoint­

ment Liszt abandoned himself to 
grief. He shut himself out from the 
world, spent long days and nights 
tasting, meditating, and reading re­
ligious books, and would have “re­
nounced all things earthly for the 
life of the cloister,” had not his mo­
ther, with tears and pleadings, per­
suaded him to change his mind. Then 
followed an illness so serious that a j 
report of his death was circulated, and 
the press of Europe deplored the trag- i 
1c closing of a life so full of the 
highest promise.

But liszt was not dead. He fought 
his way bravely back to life; and we 
see him alternating feverish practice 
at the piano with nights of shame­
less orgy. For many years, we are 
told, be led a life of “shocking im­
morality,” at,which the world of his 
admirers only smiled indulgently; 
the women especially “affecting to 
judge him as though he were a king 
whose divine right placed" him above 
moral laws."

The Moths and the Flame.
In extenuation of Liszt's many ir- ! 

regularities, it should be said that ' 
few men have ever been so tempted, 
or more temperamentally weak to re- ' 
sist temptation. Wherever he went,

I The next year, in 1882, he, swept 
Vienna off her feet on the tide of a 
wild enthusiasm. Beethoven himsitf 
mounted the platform to kiss him 

! amid a scene of delirious excitement; 
and those great masters of muale, 
Czerny and Salieri, begged to be al­
lowed to teach him for nothing. Thus 
early was the Hungarian boy sur­
rounded with a homage and adulation 
calculated to turn a much better- 
balanced head.
- And when, in 1824, he went to Par­
is, he became "by a leap” the idol of 
the French capital. At his first con­
cert in the Italian Opera House, the 
members of the orchestra were so 
carried away by his playing of a solo 
passage in the Hummel concerto that 
they forgot to come in at the proper 
Place. "Orpheus touched the beast ofi 
the field and moved the stones, but 
the little Liszt,” to quote a chron­
icler, “so affected the orchestra that 
it became dumb.” And each year 
that passed added to Franz’s laurels 
until all Enrope.was ringing with the 
fame of the “eighth wonder of the 
world.” '

But Liszt grew surfeited with such 
idolatry. His instinctive yéaming for 
the religious life became so clamor­
ous that he implored his father with
