The social condition of the British Em-
pire is at present undergoing important
changes. The constitution of Parliament,
tre condition of the operative classes, the
Electoral Body,the Empire in India, the
Colonies with their free Legislatures, the
Church, and even the Courts of Law, are
all more or less in a state of perturbation
and change. Hence the intellect of the
