O’CONNOR’S NEW JOB

W. F. O’Connor is going to get a
new position.

He has been in the limelight in
Canada to some considerable extent
during the last few months. As an
official in the labor departmént he
has been rooting around and making
some very disturbing revelations.

He started
the machinery in motion to have ar-
rested the business manager of the
big concern which was profiteering
by millions, because that exalted per-
son declined to get information which
the country wanted.

And now Mr. O’Connor, who was
doing excellent service, has been re-
moved to some other position in the
service, somewhat more congenial, but
of very little public value at all.

GERMANS BOAST OF
AEROPLANE SUCCESS

Report That 374 Entente
Aeroplanies Were Brought
Down Last Month

Berlin, Oct. 1.—(Via London).—On
the various German fronts the entente
forces lost 874 airplanes during Sep-
tember as agalnst 82 machines lost by
the Germanms, according to figures given
out by -army headquarters today. The
text of :the announcement reads:

“The losses sustained by the enemy
aerial forces in September on the Ger-
man fronts were 22 captive balloons
and 874 airplanes, including 167 behind
olr Mnes. The remainder were brought
down beyond ememy positions. In en-
counters we lost 82 airplanes and five
captive balloons.”

The application for the order was made
on behalf of the Dominion  Millers’ as-
soclation.

As to the Grand Trunk, the decision
says:
“The board has, both in its decision in
the eastern rates case and in the western
rates case, recognized the Grand Trunk
Pacific as being distinct from the Grand
Trunk railway. This being so, the charge
for milling in transit on the Grand Trunk
Pacific is not a measure of alieged dis-
crimination on the Grand Trunk.”
