UNLAWFUL INTERFERENCE.

A Case Demanding the Attenmtion of the
Atterney-General.

How far Spite will Justity a “Pro-
fessing Christian” Magistrate to
Thwart the Efterts of Mayor Liliey
in Suppressing Crime and Vice.

1
may say while my pen is in hand, that
last night I heard from several that Fsther
Arscott who I had the day before convicted
for keeping a house of ill fame, from the
best of evidence, to six months’ imprison-
ment, had been liberated from jail by ex-
Mayor Anderson. My repli' to one and all
was I cannot belicve it, as I had not been
served with any papers of the appell, but
on going into the city I found it too true.
I was only served with the papers at10
o'clock this morning—some 15 hours or
more after Arscott was liberated. It scems
to me to be apiece of spite towards me,
and at least it certainly was unbecoming of
Mr. Anderson to interfere in a matter he
knew nothing about; taking bail for nearly
half what T had appointed and given to
Mr. E. Meredith, Arscott’s solicitor. Now,
Mr. Editor, I as Mayor of London East, do
allI can toput down crime, fearlessly,
without gain, as all costs go to the Corpora-
tion. The only gainI expect Jis in doing
good and what ]gconsider is my duty as
Mayer of London East, and a moral living
man; butif I have an ex:Mayor and Mrs.
Arscott’s money—with all her money. and
the backing I am sorry to say she has—to
fight against, I shall have a hard fight, and
it may be necessary for the Corporation to
come forward with a will to surpress crime
in London East, but I hope and trust there
are enough good living people to assist me
in driving every house of ill-fame from
London East. I thank you kindly for
your time and spacé.

8. He should have been doubly cautious,
knowing. as he admitted, the notorious
character of the woman and her house, and
as a profesaing Christian and active mem-
ber of the Church, he should have been
careful not to interfere unnecessarily with
the action of the Mayor of the town in his
efforts to suppress a nuisance of such vile
character.
w=i. Denying his right, he should have
n careful to ascertasin whether he had
the right to admit the defendant to bail,
which I think is very doubtful. As s
simple magistrate he had no jurisdiction
over the case at all, the ris-
diction under the Vagrant Act ing
limited to stipendia: or police
maggslnws, mayors, wardens, or any two
Justices of the Peace,

In making these comments [ wish you?
to understacd that I impute nothing fur-
ther to Mr. Anderson than indiscretion and
improper conduct arising therefrom. There
is a jealously of feeling te you which I have
no doubt inclined him to Hsten to the voice
of the charmer more readily than he other-
wise would. Under these circumstances I
think you will be inclined to agree with me
that itis time your goed town had a police
agistrate, one above all sinister influences,
and who would do his duty fairly, imparti-
ally and fearlessly. Such ‘interferences as
Mr. Anderson’s would then be impossibie,
