Yesterday morning at Coroner Jack- 
son’s office the following jurors were 
sworn in to ait on the inquiry into the 
cause of the death of the late Joseph Har- 
rod: W. G. Cameron (foreman), Jesse 
Brown, B. W. Williams, G. B. Blanch­
ard, Geo. Monck and A. B. Erskine.

The jury then proceeded to Mr. Stor­
ey’s undertaking rooms, where the body 
of the deceased was viewed, after which 
they returned to Dr. Jackson’s office, 
where the following evidence was taken:

J. Douglas Helmckeu, M. D., sworn, 
said: The deceased was brought to St. 
Joseph’s hospital on Saturday afternoon, 
the 7th instant, about 4 o’clock, suffering 
from a gunshot injury to the abdomen 
and chest; the abdomen was injured from 
about four inches above pouparts liga­
ment, the wound extending to the edge 
of the true ribs, the shot penetrating, 
breaking the eighth and ninth ribs, the 
charge coming out just below the third 
rib and breaking in its passage the 7th, 
6th, 6th, and 4th rite to pieces. They 
lacerated the left lung and brhke open*the 
ileura, injuring the pericordium and the 
îeart. The deceased was unconscious 

and died in twenty minutes after admis­
sion to the hospital.

John Meldrum, sworn, deposed : On
