THE DALTON TRALL |

J. J. McArtlinr. the Goverhment
Surveyor, Gives His Views
Upon the Route.

He Relates the Particulars of Fred,
cope’s Drowning on the
Skagway Trail.

Some interesting information is fur-
nished in regard to the routes to the
Yukon, by Mr. J. J. McArthur, the civil
engineer sent up by the Dominion gov-
ernment last May to make a topograph-
ical survey of the Dalton trail and the
country adjoining. Mr. McArthur, who
registered yesterday at the Driard, came
down on the Farallon, and he and some
15 or more other passengers who pur-
chased their tickets for Victoria are in-
dignant at the treatment they received
on that steamer. Instead of bringing
them to Victoria the eaptain, after the
vessel started from Juneau, would give
them no satisfaction, and then after
passing Victoria pretended that they
would be sent back to Victoria im-
mediately by the Kingston. Instead of
this, they had to wait in Seattle from
Saturday morning until Sunday night,
at their own expense, and it was only

2 | after considerable kicking that the Far-

allon people paid for the berths of the
cabin passengers on the Kingston. Mr,
McArthur was on his way to meet Hon.
Clifford Sifton, but, owing to the unwar-
rantable delay, missed the Quadra at
Vancouver, as also did Mr, Richardson,
of the Dominion telegraph service, who
was on his way from Dyea and Skagway
to report the result of his trip north.
The Dalton trail, which lies to the
west and north of the Dyea trail, is far
superior, in Mr. McArthur’s opinion, to
either the Dyea or the Skagway route.
Indeed, Mr. McArthur condemns the
Skagway trail as no good. The Dalton
trail on the other hand is easy of access

1 | and the grade 18 not heavy. From Chilkat

inlet, where the trail starts, the first 40

3 | miles is on the river flat with an easy

grade, thence to the local divide, which
is 3,000 feet above sea level and 50 miles
from the water. One more local divide
is crossed twenty miles further on at the
watersbed -of the Alsek and Chilkat
river. Tie rest of the trail to the mouth
of the Nordeskiold river is a succession
of Alpine valleys, with hardly percept-
ible divides. This brings the traveller
to Five Fingers, 240 miles from the sea,
well on the way to Dawson, and beyond
the difficulties met with on the other
traile, From Five Fingers it is all water
travel the rest of the way.

By the Dalton trail a man going in
light with a saddle horse and pack
animal can reach Dawson City in fifteen
days, Mr. McArthur states, and can
make 30 miles a day easily, Witha
regular pack train 15 miles a day can be
made over the trail and Dawson reached
in about 25 days. That applies to sum-
mer travel, for in winter, owing to the
snow, it would be difficult to get into
the Yukon.

However, though it is impracticable to
get supplies into Dawson this winter,
there will apparently be a better stock
of food there than was at first supposed.
Several bands of cattle went in over the
Dalton trait this year, and so good was
the feed that the animals fattened on
the way.

Henry Bratnober, a representative of
the Rothschilds, came back through the
Dalton trail on his way from Dawson
City. He left Dawson early in S8eptem-
ber, and by that time the cattle and
sheep were beginning to arrive. Fully
1,600 sheep and 400 head of cattle would
have reached Dawson before the river
froze up, so that the supplies will not be
likely to run short.

It is understood that Mr. Bratnober
succeeded in securing one property for
his principals, but the prices demanded
were so exhorbitant that he did not find
it worth while trying to secure others.

Mr. McArthur confirms the news of
the drowning of Mr. Fred. Cope, form-
erly mayor of Vancouver. The accident
occurred on the ford between Lake Bern-
ard and Shallow lake on the far side of
the Skagway summit, about twenty-one
miles from the sea. Mr. Cope was driv-
ing his pack horses over the ford when
one horse fell and dragged Mr. Cope
with him into deep water, the current at
the point being very swift. This was on
September 21. Mr. McArthur was not
present, but heard the news where he
was camped, eight miles from the scene
of the accident. '

Referring to the stretch of country he
has surveyed this year, Mr. McArthur
states that there are some indications of
gold discoveries, both placer and quartz,
and he believes that some of it would
pay to mine as bydraulic claims.

The scenes on the Skagway trail, with
its dead and starving horses, impressed
Mr. MeArthur as something very hor-
rible. Hundreds of these unfortunate
animals are still rotting where they
died, and still more might be seen aban-
doned by their brutal owners to die of
starvation. The comsequence is that as
the water that flows over their dead bod-
ies is used by many people in Skagway,
there will be something very like a
plague this winter unless the wolves
manage to eat up the carcasses.

Mr. McArthur will remain here now
until Hon, Clifford Sifton returns from
Dyea.

THE STICKEEN ROUTE.

A Victorian Who Has Just Retnrned From
There Speaks Highly in Its
Favor.

Yukon via Telegraph Creek and Teslin
Lake is the coming highway to the new
gold fields is borne out by Mr. A. C.
Trainor, who for some months has been
a member of the survey party under Mr.
A. 8t. Cry, the government engineer and
gurveyor, and assisted in the ex ploratory
survey of the country between Telegraph
Creek and the waterways of the Yukon
basin. Mr. Trainor, who has iust ar-
rived back from the scene of
operations - in the field, reports
that the party in going over
the old Callbreath trail from Glenora
landing on the Stickeen, have succeeded
in reducing its length by at least eight-
een miles, a short cut having been taken
at the point where the route leaves Tele-
graph Creek, and the detour to Tatlan
river is now avoided. From this point to
the old Hudson Bay post at Cowcatcher
mountain a fairly good grade was found
through a country of lew rolling hills,
which presented no difficulty whatever
to the progress of the party. To Teslin
lake, from the company’s post, is a
gradual descent the whole way. The
distance between the two great objective
points—the one of navigation on the
Stickeen and the other on the Yukon—
is now estimated to be 135 miles and no
serious epgineering difficulty of any
kind was found throughout the entire
distance. .Mr. Trainor is of opinion that
as far as the country traversed is con-
cerned, there is nothing to prevent a
first-class wagon road being built with-
out delay.

Among other finds, game came in for
no inconsiderable attention, as the en-
tire district is, according to the just re-
turned surveyor, a perfect game pre-
serve, more particularly a sacred moun-
tain upon whose holy ground no dusky
native, however pressing the quest, will
go in eearch of game. Mr. St, Cyr’s
party were warned of the dire calamities
which awaited them should they dese-
crate the spirit-haunted hill. Moose

and great quantities of other game were
seen; 8o that the venturesome Klon-
dyker who may select this valley as his
road to the diggings may rest assured
that his daily bill of fare will not only
be ample but of good variety.

A Mr. Clanton, who was a former
resident of this city, who returned South
with Mr. Trainor, brought with him $300
in gold which he had taken from Mec-
Dame creek in the Cassiar district, and
it is the firm «onviction of Mr. Trainor,
founded on what he himself saw during
his trip, that much valuable ground will
be found all the way from the Stickeen
through to the Yukon. He has with
him many specimens of gold bearing
quartz some of which run very high in
value per ton. Not only gold quartz but
samples of the outcropping of coal form
part of Mr. Trainor’s collection.

The Yorke party was seen just about
the time they were starting from Tele-
graph Creek on the 13th of September.

River travel on the Stickeen is very
lively owing to the large number of gold
seekers who are going in that way.

OYER THE NORTHERN TRAILS.

A Victorian Meets Several Townspeople on
the Skagway and Dyea Trails.

C. L. Browi, one of the fifteen passen-
gers for Victoria on the steamer Faral-
lon, which reached Seattle from the
north on Saturday, arrived home on the
City of Kingston yesterday morning full
of travelling experience but contented
now to remain home for the winter. He
started from here with the intention of
going through to Dawson City, but on
finding out what this meant he changed
his plans and came back. He has been
over both the Dyea and Skagway trails
ag far as Lake Bennett, and saw a great
many Victorians. Mike Conlin should,
he says, have been away down the river
by the 20th of last month. He had also
met at the lake Joe Levy, Mr. McGregor,
J. Randall, Harry Howard, Mr. Car-
mody, Chas. Maynard and Lewis
Casey, all of whom should
have reached the lake about the
time the Conlin party started down
stream. J. Whitelaw was seen four
miles in from the summit. He had lost
several of his oxen and had only one
animal left, and that one was sick.
Some of his friends, however, beyond
the summit were about to send him a
horse. A quantity of his outfit he had
taken over the summit to a point about
geven miles beyond. Thos. Tugwell and
party were at the foot of the last hill
this side of the summit and had about
got over the worst part of their travels.
Mr. Brown left Lake Bennett on Sep-
tember 16. At Skagway he met several
Victorians, among them being Pat
Deasy, Messrs. Grant, Dalby and Hen-
derson. Messrs. Grant and Dalby
were sending out a pack train
on the day of the Farallon’s
departure, that was on the 25th of last
month, John Hepburn had moved into
a frame building at Skagway, and was
doing well. Mr. Brown had as a fellow-
passenger on the Farallon a mannamed
Lang, who left Dawson City on August
26 and who reached the Coast in exactly
twenty-eight days. Lang claims to have
left Dawson City in fear of a famine, but
does not say anything of what luck he
had. He reports that no scowload of
provisions had arrived at Dawson up to
the time he left. The fire which was re-
ported to bave destroyed Dawson City,
Mr. Lang states, only burned a few
buildings. The mining claim owned by
ex-Sergeant Haywood, of Vancouver,
which report had it went for $50,000, Mr.
Lang says sold for the more modest sum
of $2,000.

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LATE NEWS

Farther Report of Probable Starvation Be
fore the Winter Is Over.

FROM DAWSON.

A letter just received in this city, dated
St. Michael’s, Alaska, September 14, con-
tains some interesting news, as follows:

‘“ We_ left Seattle August 18 on the
Humboldt, ticketed through to Dawson,
which point we were billed to reach
September 10, but we are still here
building our steamer which is to take us
up the Yukon. We expect to leave here
on Saturday, and to make 100 miles per
day. I hardly think we will reach Daw-
son this winter, but we feel quite sure of
reaching Mynutte Creek, which is 1,000
miles from the mouth of the Yukon.
There-have been some very rich strikes
i the last three or
four weeks. We learn this from
parties coming out. One ledge yields
$2,000 to the ton, and quite a number of
placer claims pay as high as $7 to the
pan. . There are about: 1,600 »people
there now, so it must be quite a town.
A man who has just arrived from Daw-
son told me that when he left there were
at least 5,000 people in tents there, and
he said there were no provisions to be
had for love or money. Two restaurants
had been doing a thriving business at
$1.50 a meal, consisting of beans, bacon,
bread and coffee, but they had had to
close up because they ran out of sup-
plies and could not buy any more. There
were hundreds of people coming in over
the different passes who had but very
little provisions, having in their mad
rush for gold thrown away or left
most of their swpplies behind. He
said there would be many of them
starve to death this winter. He says
there is more gold there than anyone
has an idea of. He had eighty thousand
and his father sixty thousand in gold
dust. They are going to San Francisco,
but intend to return on the first steamer
in the spring. They would not have left
Dawson if they could have bought pro-
visions to have lasted this winter. There
are great quantities of provisions here,
but they charge $8 a hundred for flour,
35 cents per pound for bacon, and $1 for
butter, tea and coffee 90 cents, lard 25
cents, rice 20 cents, eggs $1 per dozen,
and half of them bad. There are two
companies here, the Alaska Trading Co.
and the Northwest Trading Co. Mr.
Mayor Wood of Seattle, is going to
establish ahother trading concern here.
They charge $100 passage money and 15
cents per pound freight from here to
Dawson when the river is open. The
wages at Dawson are from $15 to $25 per
day. There is lots of work for men who
have their own provisions.

“ I may not get to Dawson until next
July, but I am bound to reach it some
time if my health does not give out.
There are now in the harbor four steam-
ers and about a dozen sailing vessels.
All have freight and passengers for the
Klondyke, but I think most of them
will winter here. Last Saturday we had
our first heavy snowstorm, but the snow
is going away again.”’

KLONDYKE OUTFITTING TRADE.
To TeE EbpiTor:—I have read with in-
terest the recent articles and correspond-
ence touching upon the steps which
should be taken to secure to Victoria her
rightfal share of the Klondyke outfitting
and, carrying businees. Now, sir, as a
recent arrival in this city that which
struck me most forcibly is the compara-
tive inertia displayed in preparation for
the * spring rush,” whem contrasted
with the extreme energy which has been
put forth from the very inception of the
mining boom by the mercantile interests
of Seattle, San Francisco, and even such
far off ports as San Diego.

Whilst, as an Englishman, I would
beartily deprecate the introduction into
our mercantile code of any objectionable
method of influencing trade, yet in this
matter I cannot but think that we might
with advantage take a leaf from our
neighbor’s book and make a more vigor-
ous push for a business which, in viewy
of our great advantage, it would surely
befolly to let escape us.

I am informed that a generous
amount has been appropriated for ad-
vertising the advantages of Victoria as
an outfitting ‘headquarters; but this,
whilst all very well as far as it goes, is
certainly very far from all that is neces-

sary in view of the very limited time
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during whieh this harvest must be
reaped.

Were this a private business venture
and not one which our whole town are
equally interested the fostering, surely
more active, personal effort wouid
be expended. Am not right
in surmising that the appropria-
tdon jg  being directed chiefly to-
wards inflnencing business coming froni
Canadian and European quarters, and
that the over-crowded field immediately
at our doors is being largely left to the
exploitation of the San Franciseo out-
fitter, provision merchant and steam-
boat owner,

Why not carry the war right to the
camp of our rival? Your advantage in
the matter of tariff on goods going into
the valley of the Yukon is so preponder-
ating that if the facts were onee fairly
brought home to the Californian intend-
ing miner he could not choose but outfit
here.

You cannot expect that the American
trader will do this for you—as a matter
of fact he gets around the difficulty,
whenever 1t is brought to the front by a
too enquiring customer, with this expla-
nation: *‘* While it is true you will have
to pay duty on American bought goods
going into British Columbia, on the
other hand you would have to pay an
even heavier duty on Canadian bought
goods Passing in through the American
strip.” And this fallacious statement
generally suffices to settle the doubts of
the poor candidate for Klondyke glories.
Unless you had passed the last six
months on California soil you could form
no adequate conception of how general
and far-reaching is the effect of the min-
ing excitement. It is certainly greater
there: than in any other part of the
world, and this for many reasons,
amongst others, perhaps, is that the
history of California renders her peculi-
arly susceptible to influences such as the
present. Added to this the fact that that
state to-day contains more disappointed,
deceived, over mortgaged and generally
disgruntled men than any other state
in the TUnion. Further I might
add that there are so many thou-
sands of plucked and feathered Eng-
lishmen there who are striving to earn
a hand-to-mouth livelihood by the very
bardest of hard work, and whe would
give their right hands almost to be once
more under their own good old flag, but
who are ashamed to go back home
broken, cheated men. These are the
men who would now make the most en-
thusiastically loyal British subjects
could they but transport themselves to
British soil again.

There is no town of any size in Cali-
fornia to-day in which thereis not being
projected from one to a dozen companies
of from five to fifty men each, whose ob-
jective point is ‘‘the Yukon in the
spring,”” and I suggest that it would
well repay Victoria to have one or more
travelling representatives in California
to-day, whose business it should be to
get into touch with the promoters ol
these companies, and energetically to
bring before them the genuine advant-
ages of this city. .

I do not speak without experience in
the matter, for I am even now acting in
pehalf of one of the larger of these pro-
jected companies, and have had to argue
the question of Victoria versus San
Franciseo before my conferes many times
and oft.

Trusting that the importance of the

subject may excuse its treatment at such
