Governor 
Shaw’s (Republican) plurality, which 
last night figures put at 52,000, is now 
declared to be 60,000 by the Republicans, 
the Democrats conceding 50,000. Sever­
al counties heretofore Democratic, not­
ably Monroe, have given good Republi­
can pluralities.

.Boston, Mass., Nov. 8.—The Republi­
cans carried Massachusetts by 65,000 
votes, and W. Murray Crane, of Dalton, 
will be the next governor.

Detroit, Mich., Nov. 8-—The official 
count from all of the city’s 120 precincts 
show that Mayor Maybury, Democrat, 
has been re-elected for a third term by 
2,957 of a majority.

Topeka, Kas., Nov. 8.—The reports of 
the election in Kansas show Republican 
gains throughout the state. The votes 
cast were mostly for county officers. 
Very little interest was taken in the elec­
tion, and the vote generally was light. 
The Republicans have elected six of the 
ten judges and two state senators to 
fill vacancies, John T. Chaney, of Shaw­
nee county, and C. C. McCarthy, of Jef­
ferson. Neither had any opposition.

Richmond, Va., Nov. 8.—The returns 
show that the state senate will be en­
tirely Democratic, the only member out­

Berlin, Nov. 8.—It was officially stat­

ed this morning that an agreement, sub­
ject to the approval of the United States, 
had been reached between Great Brit­
ain and Germany, according to which the 
Samoan islands, with the exception of 
Tutuila and the adjacent islands, will 
become German territory.

By virtue of the agreement the Samoa 
Act is repealed, and the island of Upalu, 
Savnii and small adjacent islands fall to 
Germany as free property and the island 
of Tutuila and subsidiary islands go to 
the United States. Great Britain, it is 
added, renounces all claims to the Samo­
an islands; and Germany, in turn, re­
nounces the claim to the Tonga islands 
and to Savage island, in favor of Great 
Britain, and also two easterly islands of 
the Solomon group, with their insular 
surroundings, to Great Britain.

The consular representatives of the 
two powers in Samoa and the Tonga is­
lands are to be withdrawn for the pre­
sent, the German subjects are to have 
the same lights as British subjects in 
regard to the free and unimpeded enlist­
ment of native laborers in the whole of 
the Solomon group in the possession of 
Great Britain, including Choiseul and 
San Isabel.

At the same time an arrangement has 
been arrived at between the two powers 
by virtue of which tile so-called neutral 
zone in the hinterland of German Togo- 
kind and the British Gold Coast will be 
divided in such a manner that the boun­
dary of the German and British terri­
tories will be formed by the Falka river 
up to a point where the latter cuts the 
ninth degree of latitude, thence north 
by a line to be fixed by a mixed com­
mission. To this is appended a reser­
vation that the countries of Mamprusl 
and Cambase shall fall to Great Britain 
and the countries of Yeudi and Chakosi 
to Germany. Finally, according to the 
decision of the colonial council, Ger­
many has promised to renounce her ex­
tra-territorial rights in Zanzibar till the 
expiration of the commercial treaty of 
1902 with the proviso that the renuncia­
tion is only effective when the other na­
tions abandon their extra-territorial 
rights in Zanzibar, in favor of Great Bri­
tain. Regarding the agreement, it is 
understood that the United States assent 
is regarded as assured.

A further agreement concluded be­
tween Germany, Great Britain and the 
United States is to the effect that the 
question of compensation for claims for 
damage during the late trouble is to be 
submitted to an impartial court of arbi­
tration, which will decide all claims.

LOOKING FOR TROOPSHIPS, 
None of the troopships have arrived. 

The one which it was predicted might 
reach Capetown on Monday is as yet un­
announced and even when it does ar­
rive there, it.will have three days’ steam­
ing to reach Durban. As many as six 
transports with 4,500 troops were expect­
ed to be in Capetown harbor by this time 
but the war office last evening issued 
a statement to the effect that the only 
arrivals at Capetown were the Sumatra 
from Durban with wounded, the South­
ern Cross from Gibraltar with mules, 
and the collier Wenvoe.

Of course it is possible that despatch 
boats have been sent to meet the troop­
ships with instructions to proceed direct 
to Durban and in that event the war 
office statement that not one has arrived 
at Capetown would be literally accurate, 
even though several should be half way 
between Capetown and Durban.

Winnipeg Jury Decline to Credit the 
Story of the Chicago Detective.

When the foreman pronounced the 
words “ not guilty,’ cheer after cheer 
rent the air, and in an instant the space 
in front of the prisoner’s box was filled 
with men and women congratulating the 
prisoner. The cheering continued for 
fully three minutes, the court officials 
vainly endeavoring to restore order, and 
by that time Anderson was out of the 
box and half way across the court in the 
hands of friends. Not only Anderson, 
but his mother, brothers and friends who 
have stood by him received the congratu­
lations of the crowd.

When order had been restored, the 
usual announcements for the re-assem­
bling of the court were made and the 
case was over. The verdict is popular 
with citizens, who placed, no confidence 
in the story told by Davis, the detective.

NO ARBITRATION SCHEME.The steamer Cottage City arrived at
German Government Announces That 

No Representations From the 
Powers Have Been Submitted.

Berlin, Nov. 7.—Regarding the alleged 
scheme for arbitrating the Transvaal 
question, a semi-offltial despatch has 
been issued as follows:

“ Nothing whatever is known here of 
a common plan of action on the part of 
Russian, France or Spain on the Trans­
vaal question. In any case it may be 
positively stated that no such plan has 
been brought to the knowledge of the 
German government from any quarter 
whatever, and therefore it has never 
been in a position to reject any such or 
similar proposals.”

Washington, Nov. 7.—The Russian 
Ambassador, Count Cassine, who is just 
back from a long visit to Europe, 
seen at the Russian embassy to-day and 
talked on international questions which 
have engaged public attention recently. 
As to European sentiment concerning the 
South African war, Count Cassine said:

“Of course all Europe is watching this 
conflict with profound interest and con­
cern, but it is the interest of observers, 
and there is no suggestion or thought of 
any intervention or move of any kind 
from outside quarters. The loss of life 
.which is occurring is particularly regret­
table and it is to the interest of all that 
peace should be speedily restored.”
