Women, naturally, take the lead in 

an Industry to which their desultory 
and amateur education conducts them. 
I am not speaking, of course, about the 
accomplished author of David Grieve, 
whose education and knowledge are 
thorough and -manly, and who does not 
make hysterics her favorite motif. But 
hysterics really seem to be, the chief 
literary motive of some strangely pop­
ular lady authors. The tendency rep­
resented In their novels is the revolt 
of some women ugalnst the nature of 
their sex. They want to have all the 
freedom which men exercise, even 
that which they exercise contrary to 
the acknowledged laws of Christian 
morals. Licentiousness, the claim “to 
enjoy," as lady novelists call it, at 
random, is bad enough in men, but in 
men it does not cause a break up of 
the family, and a reduction of society 
to something much below the state 
of the Digger Indians. For women to 
"enjoy,” that Is, to behave like the 
nymphs of Otahelte In the Antijacobin, 
is, manifestly, to leave the new gener­
ation in the posture of young cuckoos 
bereft even of the comforts of a 
thrush’s or a sparrow’s nest. This ob­
vious facTf‘ in natural history has al­
ways been regarded as a bar to the 
indiscriminate license of women. Hor­
ace condoles with them; a miserarum 
est neque amori dare ludum, and so 
forth; but some of the hysterical ladies 
maintain their assertion of feminine 
equlity in these matters. Though their 
words make a talk, and are devoured 
as stolen fruit, it is not likely that 
this particular “tendency" will do 
much harm. "Offences must n^eds 
come,” but scandals about girls are 
not, perhaps, so numerous now as they 
have been in several other less earn­
est periods. ' Women are, on the whole, 
naturally averse to following the path 
pointed out by the more daring ro­
mancers of their sex.

to $241,000,000, or 21 per cent, during the 
same period. The largest proportional 
annual increase was in 1892, when the 
value of the total trade exceeded that 
of the preceding year about 11 
cent. During the years 1888 to 1891, 
inclusive, the trade of Canada with the 
United States exceeded that with any 
other country, but since 
United Kingdom of Great Britain and 
Ireland has taken first rank, with the 
United States second.

Of late years increased attention has 
been given by the Government of Can­
ada to dairy interests, encouraging 
the dairy associations throughout the 
country and passing strict sanitary 

Regulating the manufacture of 
cheese and butter. No adulterations 
can be used and th^ Importation, 
manufacture and sale of oleomargar­
ine and other similar substances is 
prohibited.

Though the quantity of butter ex­
ported decreased from ten and one- 
half million pounds In 1868 to five and 
one-half millions in 1894, nearly 50 per 
cent., the value declined from $1,700,- 
000, to $1,100,000, or only about 30 per 
cent. This Indicates improvement in 
the quality of butter exported. The ex­
port of cheese has increased notably. 
While in 1868 It was 6,141,570 pounds, 
valued at $620,543. In 1894 It rose to the 
large figure of 154.977,480 pounds, valu­
ed at $15,488,191. The-statistics of the 
fishing Industries and forest products 
show that the value of the former in 
1894 was over $30,000,000 and the latter 
over $80.000,000. ’

In wood pulp In 1894 the United 
States alone Imported from the' Do­
minion $369,010.

There were unmistakable evidences of 
a skunk In the vicinity, and there was 
no doubt that It had done the deed.

"The sequel Is that a few days later 
the boy died a most horrible death of 
hydrophobia. I learned tht It was not 
a rare thing for the bite of these mis­
erable little cats to produce that dread 
ailment, aod several well-authenftic- 
ated cases of it occurred before I left 
the state. Some people think that hy­
drophobia finds its origin in these ani­
mals.
