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The metho<la by wliioh miners have 

accumulated their large fortunes are 
much the same —it was by saving, ra­
ther than hy making money that they 
became rich. Elwes, who was worth 
nearly a million dollars, carried old 
hones in his pocket, taking them put 
to his farm to he used as fertilizers.
Another miser u«ed to boil a piece of 
beef and fourteen hard dumplings on 
Sunday ; that would be the allowance 
of food for himself and sister for the 
week. Dancer saved on soap, never 
using it or towels ; he washed himself 
in the river and dried himself in the 
sun. He used to beg a pinch of snuff, 
putting it in a hex lie carried with him.
This he exchanged for a farthing can- 
die, which lasted until the box was 
again filled. He used an old meal sack 
for a shirt, and a bundle of straw for a 
pillow. But he was singularly gener­
ous to his dog. to whom he allowed a 
pint of milk a day. He died worth half 
a million dollars.

There was a celebrated miser named 
Audley, who lived in the time of the 
Stuarts, and whose keenness as a busi­
ness man was remarkable. lie was 
originally employed os a clerk at 
six shillings a week, and in the course 
of a few years, by dint of the economi 
cal practices that come natural to peri 
sons of liis ilk, had accumulated suffi­
cient to engage in speculation. liis 
habit was to buy bad debts for a trifle, 
and afterward compound with the in- 
solvent. An anecdote will illustrate 
his method : A tradesman. Miller owed 
a merchant named White £200. and, 
seeing no other chance to obtain it 
(Miller being insolvent), sued for the 
amount. Audley goes to White and 
offers him £40 for the debt,
which the merchant accepts. Then 
the miser goes to Miller and
obtains his quittance of the debt for 
£ô(), upon the condition that he pays 
for the accommodation. The insolvent 
signed the contract, which he thought 
was offered in a benevolent spirit. The 
contract was that he should pay And- 
ley, 10 years from that time, one penny 
consecutively doubled, on the first day 
of twenty consecutive months; failing, 
to pay a fine of £50. Miller, acquitted 
of his debt, arranged with his creditors 
and commenced business. Two or 
three years afterward \ho miser began 
to call for his instalments, and Miller 
found on calculating that on the first of 
the twentieth month he would have to 
pay £2,880; so he refused the payment 
of his bond, and gave Audley the £500 
forfeit. Vandille, a remarkable French 
miser, was atone time,the Mayor of Bou­
logne, and while in that position partly 
maintained himself by being milk test' 
er general of the market. While munch­
ing a scrap of bread he would partake 
of these gratuitous draughts. He al­
ways travelled to Paris on foot, and, 
fearful lest he should be robbed, took 
good care never to have any more than 
three pence in his pocket. If he need* 
ed more money he begged on the road 
By such methods, and hy lending mo­
ney to the French Government, he 
made a fortune of £800,000, sprung 
from a single shilling. During the very 
cold winter of 1734, he found it neces 
sarjr to purchase extra fuel, and endea' Ude 
vored to beat down the wood merchant 
in his price. The man drove ofF.and Van- ^
•lille stole a few loge from tlio back of 
the cart. In hastening away with them eve 
he became overheated and contracted 
a bad fever. He sent for the.surgeon, 
telling him he wanted to be bled. As 
the surgeon charged half a livre, which 
was considered too much, a barbor was 
called in, who agreed to open a veil , 
for threepence.

older section# of the country the value 
of straw is so far appreciated that the 
torch is now seldom applied to the 
straw stack, as was once the- caeey and 
yet it is doubtful if there is any great 
proportion of our farmers who fully 
realize the actual worth of good straw.
To know that it is too valuable to burn 
and that it should be applied in 
shape to the land, is not enough known.
It has far more value than this as food 
for stock, and when this is fui y appre* 
ciated the haphazard way of preserving 
it which is adopted by so many farmers 
will be reformed. If there 
so rapidly at hand to save the 
sumption of so valuable a production 
as hay, to refuse to utilize them is 
certainly not the part of wisdom ; and 
that straw will not only sometimes 
meet and satisfy a necessity, but » 
relished by stock even when nay is 
plenty, makes it plain that straw in. 
proper condition is valuable as an oc­
casional substitute for hay. It can be 
fed with mixed feed, either alone or 
with hay, after having been steamed, 
and will be eaten with relish and profit 
by stock. The expense of a steamer, 
however, may be an obstacle with some, 
but, while ye think this a very desir­
able way of feeding straw, we are glad 
to say that the steamer is not indie- 
pensible. If good, clean, bright straw 
is placed in the stock yards it will be 
observed often that cattle and eheap 
will leave good hay to eat it, either 
because the system » in need of somei 
thing of that chracter, or that they 
desire a change. At all events, they 
eat it, and not only eat it, but do well 
on it. This is especially true of sheep.
If good straw is placed in the rack 
sheep will eat it readily, carefully pick> 
ing it over for the grain remaining in 
it, and showing a very great liking for 
parts of the straw. Sheep can be win­
tered on good wheat straw, if the grain 
has been harvested early enough and 

properly, without any hay whatever.
We would not recommend anything of 
this kind, but we simply refer to the 
fact, which has been fully established 
by experience, to show that there is 
real nutriment in what used to be con­
sidered totally barren of nutritive 
qualities. It would be valuable, how­
ever, if it had nothing else to recom-
