That many women of to-day
show a tendency to think slightingly
of those privileges and responsibilities
which have come down as the best in-
heritances of their sex 1s a fact which
faces ux on every side m this country
m any other natton, 1 regret to say

It has spread in the last few  years
like sonic great epidemie, until it
has, to a distressing extent, afected
the whole systein of society and home
government,

Modesty and gentleness, {liose two
sweet handmaids of womankind, scem
to have been lafd aside by many, and
masculinity and aggressiveness have
been given their places.

The spirit of unrest has found casy
victims in thousands of American
homes, until the social condition
which presents itsell to-day, even am-
ong the best and most cultured class-
es, differs cssentially from the stand-
ards beretofore held as inviolable It
is sad and a dangerous change which
confronts us.  Ifs shibboleth would
scem to be; masculinity is. greater
than motherhood.

I wish I could impress on American
women the dangers that attach to
such innovations. I wish I could show

mate results of participating in pub-
lie life. 1t lhas but one end—the
abandonment, or at Ieast the neglect,
of the home. And when the influence of
the home is removed life- loses one
ol .its most valuable guides, and gov-

cornerstone.

You remember, perhaps, what a
great  general of ancient times said:
“Greece rules the world, Athens rules
Greece, I rule Athens, my wife rules
me, and, therefore, my wife rules the
world." Nor 1s the fllustration over-
drawn. The woman who rules the
domestic kingdom s in reality the
ruler of all eartbly hingdoms.

As I have said before, I.regard wo-
man's rights women, and the leaders
in the new school of female progress
as the worst enemies of the female
sex, They teach that which robs wo-
man of all that is amiable and gentle,
tender and attractive, wnd which gives
her nothing in return  but masculine
boldness and brazen cfirontery. They
are habitually preaching about wo-
man's rights and prerogatives, but
have not a word to say about her du-
ties and responsibilitics. They with-
draw her from those sacred ohliga-
tions which properly belong to her
sex and fil  her with ambition to
usurp g position for which neitber
(tod nor Nature cver intended her.

While professing to emancipate her
from domestic servitude, they arc
mahing her, the slave of her own ca-
prices and passions Under the ine
fluence of such teachets we find wo-
man, especially in higher circles, ne~
glecting her houschold duties, gadding
about, at rest only when in perpetual
motion, and never at euse unless n-z
state of morbid cxcitement. She never
feels at home except when abroad.
When-she is  at home, home is irk-
some to her She chdfes and frets un-
der the restraint and responsibility of
domestic life. Her lhieart is abroad. It
is exulting in unagination, in some
soclal triumph, or reveling in  some
scene of gayety and dissipation. Her
husband comes to his home to find {t
empty, or occupied by one whose
heart is vold of affection for him
Then arise disputes, guarrels, recrimi-
nations, estrangements, and the last
act in the drama is often divoree.

I speak the sober truth when I af-
firm that, for the wrecks of families
in our country, woman has a lurge
share of the responsibility. In so°
many ‘{nstances she seems to have en-
tirely forgotten, or purposely avoid-
ed, the placo she is called upon to fill.’
She looks to material greatness in
man as her gufding star. She wishes-

ito do whal men have dono, and are

to all her faculties and her strength,
and. seems to think-she fs 1iving up to
& higher standard than was-ever be-
fore permitted to her kind, But.if she
stopped & moment to consider, could’
she fiid- o inission 1ore exalted, more:

Where are the men that have achiev-
ed triumphs and have nut owned that
the debt was Inrgely due te thelr mo-
thers? What know wo of the mothers
of tho world’s greatest inen, save that
most of them were faithful to their
holy station and true to the high
privilege of mothethood — the most
divinely sanctioned and the noblest of
all earthly positions? —

Christianty set 1ts enduring seal on
this Queendom in Bethlehem centuries
ago, and the woman who secks a high-
er sphere will not find it among men,
or even in earth,

But the tendency of the times 1s al-
together apart from such things, Wo-
men must be independent, and mascu-
line, They must even indulge In all
tite sports formerly classed as mascu-
line They take to these not as occa-
sfonal pleasures, hut as constant pur-
siits. I see no harm in a woman's
taking part once in a while jn a game
of golf, or any other outdoor excrcisc
that befits her station. She is not to
be housed like a plant, and never al-
lowed the bhenefits derived from fresh
air and moderate exercise. Any prop-
er outdoor pursuit should he encour-
aged as an occasfonal recreation, but
as a regular avocation i must be con-
demned.  For pleasures that become
habitual are no longer mere recrea-
tions, but serious occupations.

Then there is the woman who must
join a club, ur perhaps two or three
clubs. Thiese will require her presence
or attention several thours of the
day  How can she do all this and at
the same time fullll the duties of do-
mestic life? After yhe labors of the
dav the husband rightly expects to
find & comfortable home, where peace,
good order and tranguility reign. But
his heart is filled witn sadness: and
despair if he finds the partner of his
buesom attending a club, or neglecting
her household duties for those of some
semi-political or social organization.

There §s another phase of this great
question which presents a most dan-
gerous aspect.  When the home is
abandoned, what follows? The substi-
tution of flats and hotels as  resi-
dences, where, finstead of having a
home in any scnse of the word; wo-
men are merely escaping the responsi-
bilitles and the cares of domestic life.

But if domestic life has its cares and
responsibilitics — and what life has
not? — it also has its sweetness and
its consolations, its joys and its
benefits, that are infinitely superior
to anything tbat can possibly be ob-
tained in hotels or flats. It is mani-
fest that hotels do not furnish- the
same privacy and the same safeguard
against questionable associations that
are_supplied by the home.

I am glad for their own sake that
American women generally do not ex-
erclse the privilege of political suf-
frage I regrel that there are those
among our Americant women who
have left their homes and familles to
urge on their kind the need of suf-
frage. I hope the day will never
come when in this land all women will
be allowed to register thelr votes,
save, perhaps, in municipal elections
which come near to the home, and
mighé therefore, properly be influenced

by those who should be vespousible for
the liome,

Who enters the political arena g
sure to bo sotled hy its mud, As soon
ab Wuman thrusts hersell into polsties
and mmgles with the crowd to deposit
Fer vote, she must expect to he han-

dled roughly, and to surrender, per-
haps wholly, at least, fn part, that
reverence now fustly paid her, The

more woman gains in the political
arena the more she loses in the do-
mestic hagdom, She cannot rule 1n
both spheres.

The model woman fs not she who
takes up all the “ologles” and sclen-
tific studies, She is not the woman
who is constantly veen and heard in
public places, the woman who insists
upon entering all branches of trade
and commerce, and pursuing all Hnes
o thought, who wanders restlessly
through the world,

The model woman, thanks to Chnist-
lanity, Is sheswho i3 thu. sung of in
Holy Writ: *“Who shall find a valiant
woman? far from the uttermost
coastg in the price of her * * * She
hath looked well to the paths of her
housc,and hath not eaten her bread
fdle. Ier children rose up, and call-
ed her blessed, her husband, and he
praised her. * * * Beauty is vain, the
woman that feareth tbo Lord, she
shall be praised.”’—Proverbs xxxI.

American women, your husbands are
the sovereigns of America, and if you
be the sovereigns of your hushands,
then, indeed, you would rule the na-
tion. That should be glory enough
for you, We are more governed by
fdeals than by fdeas. We are jnfiuenc-
cd more by living, breathing models
than by abstgact princtples of virtue.
