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Bt little of any very great importance has happened since
the publication of our lust issue—if we except the fire which
has déstroyed a portion of the city of Boston, and the sudden
death of Mr. Howe, Of course the Boston conilagration has
proved a fruitful theme to newspaper writers, and the usual
pumber of communications respecting the best preventives
against fire, and kindred questions have found their way into
the columns of the daily press.  This fire question has been
discussed time and time again within the last year or two,
but without any perceptible result, In fact, ever since the
ureat cooflagration at Chicago, the occurrence of a fire of
greater magnitede than the general bas been seized upon by
the daily papers as an opportunity for insisting upon precau-
tions being taken againast fire, and the adoption of proper
means for  extinguishing incipient conflagrations, Yet
nothing has come of it all. In no case has the press failed in
its duty of pointing out what should be done and what should

" bo left undone. Yet its warnings and protestations have

alike been left unheeded, and the rosult which might oatar-
ally have been expected from the apathy of the authorities,
has, in the case of Boaton, coms to pass in startling fulfilment
of the prophecies of the newspapers, The case of Boston
will, it may be boped, prove a salutary lesson to all ber sister
cities on the continent, In this country especially, where
wood {5 so largely employed in the construction of buildings,
it is time we should be stirring. There are plenty of by-laws
respecting the erection of wooden buildings in city limits, but
these are very seldom put ioto force. This state of things
should at once be altered ; the manner of erccting edifices so
as to be as nearly as possible fire-proof should be carefully
studied, and, above all, the efficiency of the fire brigades
should be especially looked to,

Sixor the death of Sir (ieorge Cartier rumour is rife as to
the choice of his successor. It would bw better, perhaps, to
say successors, for one man can hardly be found to fill satis-
factorily the duplicate office of Minister of Militin and leader
of the French Canadian Conservatives, That the latter oftice
will fall upon Mr, Laugevin there scems to be but little doubt;
and it is questiouable whether a better choice could be made.
The French press alremdy point to him as the representative
Canadian in the Cabinet; aund, indeed, he has claims to the
position such as few others can show, e has been engaged
in political life for many years, during which he has displayed
an aptitude for work, and an indefatigable application, which
have rajsed him to a high and enviable place.  As the friend
and lieutenant of Sir Georgy, he is peculiarly fitted to supply
the place of the deceased statesman at the head of his country-
men. And there is no doubt that his succession would give
entire satisfaction to the French Conservative party. As to
the person selected to fill the place of Minister of Militia,
opinion appears to be divided. Several names have been
mentioned in this connection, amongst which the most pro-
minent are those of Messrs, Masson, Bellerose, Beaubien, and
Baby. It is, however, aitogether likely that Mr. Masson will
be selected, and that the other candidates will withdraw in
his favour. Such an appointment would, no doubt, be hailed
with every satisfaction Two other places are yet vacant in
the Cabinet, of which, one, the Ministry of Inland Revenue,
will be filled by an Outario member, The portfolio held by
the late Mr. Howe will, it is understood, be given temporarily
to the Hon. Stewart Campbell) who will receive a judgeship
in Manitoba, and be replaced by Mr. Macdonald of Pictou.

Tae daily papers announce that nine thousand dollars have
been subscribed in Halifax, Pictou, and New Glasgow, in aid
of the widows aud children of the miners killed by the re-
cent explosions at the Drummond Colliery. This 15, it must
be admitted, a handsome sum, and it speaks well for the
generosity of the Nova Scotians, that three places have res-
ponded so readily and so nobly to the appeal on behalf of
the helpless and the fatherless. 1t could be wished that the
example of Nuvs Scotia were a little more widely followed
throughout the country,  Why should the immediate vicinity
of the scene of disaster alune have the privilege of coming
to the relief of the famulics who by the loss of their bread-
winners while at the post of duty are thrown destitute upon
the world? Time was when the people of the other provinces
composging the Dominion were only too ready to respond to
any charitable appeal —even though the objects of the charity
solicited were utter strapgerxto them and removed a thouaand
miles away. In 1859, when the Nova Scotian fishermen were
reduced to a starving condition owing to the bad catch of the
season, Untario mnade their canse her own, and cams to their
relief with a readiness and a generozity which will for ever
be remembered by those toilers of the sea.  The country sent
in liberal subscriptions in aid of the sufferers by the Chicago
firc, Why should not the same thing be done in aid of the
sufferers at Westville 7 Cannot our cities inaugurate the
movement? Oitawa, Montreal, Quebec, Toronto, St. John,
Hamilton, and London, should each bw able and willing to
contribute & very respectable subscription to the general fund.
Only if the thiug be done at all, it were well it were done at
once,

At the International Exhibition held in London this
year & novel feature is the School of Economical Cookery, at
which a Mr, Buckmaster, assisted by able aides, delivers daily,
at certain bours, lectures on the bustmethodsof cooking different
kinds of food, which beillustrates by practical demonstrations.
The School has been a great succesw, and doubtiess on the
cloge of the exhibition a permanent institution will be
established in London, where the lecturcs will be regularly
delivered on the science of cookery,” We sce no renson why
such iostitutions could nut be advantageously and profitably
maintained in Canada, Kveryone knows what gervants' cook-
ery too froquently is. With a little instruction, however, the
state of things might be very considerably improved, If the
housewife were to go through a course of cookery, ns very
many ladies are now doing in England, she would be able to
impart a great deal of what she had learnt to her Bervants,
and the result would be speedily manifest in well-dressed
meals, and less waste in thy kitchen,  Such classes should be
atarted in every city in the Dominlon.
