Foreign and Honie News in Brief.

CABLE,

Five persons were drowned in Lake Genevs,
yesterday, by a collizion between the boat they
were riding i1n £nd the steamer Lzman.

Eight men were killed by a boiler explosion
on board the West Indian stramer Eble duriog
a trial trip in Stokes’ Bay, Enzland, yesterday.

Rev. Dr, Bernari O'Reiily, of New York,
who i3 staying at Glengarifio, lelaud, has re-
cetved the appointmens ¢f duizeasic prelate of
the Yope.

Captain General Terrero puhlishes an edict in
the Mantla Gusctte dieclaring the Caroline and
Pelew islands to be in a stase of xiege, owing to
manifestations of rebzilion on the part of the
natives, :

Mr, Chamberlain informs sn enquirer that he
is not in favor of any alterativn of the law of
Protestant succeasion to the throae. Mr. Cham-
berlain will deliver an address in London in
support of his brother on October 25,

The German charye d'afiaires at Constasti-
pople has informed the Perte that Germany 13
satisfied with the Bulgarian reparation for the
insult recently offered by a_paper of Rutschuk
to the German vice consul in that city.

Queen Victoria has replied t3 the letter from
King John of Abyssivia, ask ng her to mediate
between Abyssinia and Italy for an amicable
settlement ot the dispute between them resgect-
ing the territory for the west const of the Red
gea at Massowab., It is believed that England
wishes to do all possible for Abyssinia without
giving umbrage to Italy.

M. Rouvier, premier, will+leliver a political
discourse before the re opeuing of the French
Chamber of Deputies. This will be a reply to
the recent manifesto of the Count of Taris,
Several of the Extremist Deiutiea propose
initisting & movement in the Chamber of Depu-
ties for the expulsion from Franca of all Orlean-

NOTRY TAKEN BY A REPRESENTATIVE OF THFE
“ FREEMAN'S JOUKRNAL” AT MITCHELLS-
TCWN,

DupLiN, Sept. 17.—The boy Casey lies dead
in the hospital, near the post ofiice, Lot far from
which is situated the Kingston Arms. Hatel,
which has keen turned into a2 temporary police
bariacks ; and between the barracks and the
post oftice is the lage in wh ch Casey's father
and mother live.

Under such circumstances it is indeceat that

the whole neighborhond should resound with

the revelry of the men who, to say the least of
it, killed Cusey end twa others on Friday last.

There was music and shouting and loud faugh-

ter and what sounded like dancing.

AN IMPOSING FUNERAL,

Shinnick’s funeral, from the time the proces-

siva left Mitchellstown until it reached the

graveyard, was undoubtedly, with the exeeption
of city demunstrations, the largest yet witnessed
in Ireland.

As the cortege left Mitchellstown with furled

banners, headed by reveral clergymen from sur-

rounding parishes and the bross bands of Ier-
moy snd Mitchellstown playiog the *‘Dead

March,” it certainly was an imnposing right ; but

as it spproached Fermoy, the native place of

poor Shinnick, it assutned immense preportions.

At severs] places on the rond contingents joned,

ealarging the alrendy long train of vebicles ana

horsemen.

HOW PEOPLE TURNED OUT.

_At Kilworth Milla the Rathcormac con-
tingent, hended by the Rev. J. Greene and
comt osed of about one hundrea and fifty cars
or two hundred men, stood in line by the road-
side, producing & most siriking effect as they
awaited an opportunity of falling into line.
I'rom there to I'ermcy, a distance of more than
a mile, the road was lined with people in cars
snd on foot, until, nt Barry's Cross, over two
thousand persons wers drawn up four Jeep,
headed by the Young Ireland Society. The
large ¢ ‘ntingent from this point marched after
the hearse, and #s it appronsched the town it
was larpely increased. At the railway station
the coftin, which was literally strewn with
flowers, was taken from the hearse and borae
through the stree’s by the members of the
Yourg Ireland Scewrty, the bands alternately
playing the ‘* Dead March.”
AN AFFECTING SCHNE.

The scene witnessed here wus one which can
never be forgotten by any wh. saw it. The
sidewalks were deneely iacked, the windows
were filled, and as the coffin passed throagh the
expressions of regret end sympatby were nffect-
ing ia the extreme, while the order whch pre-
vailed was remarkable,

Atter passing over the Blackwater bridge to
the square, extraordinmy numbers hai ussn-
bled. Every coor in the town was closed, shut-
ters were up and blinds drawn, while every
head was untovered, which testified the tiue
feelings of the jeople, who numberea about
eight thousard, exclusive of thuss who were on
the cars, who, with the horsemen—numbering
about five husdred and marching four deep—
extended over two miles.

ON TO THE GRAVEYARD,

After passing a short distance from the town
the cofliu was again placed in the hearse,
which prcceeded tu the graveyard, about four
miles distant, followed still by many on foot
as weli as the peneral body, Arrived ab the
graveyard the cothin was borne on the shoulders
uf friends of the deceased, between a double
line of baandsmen playing the *‘Dead March,™
to the grave. Here the funeral service was
chanted, many clergymen from long distances
havinz joined the clergymen who accompanied
the remaips from Mitchellstown, after which
the Rev. Ifather OQ'Callaghan addressed the
people, congratulating them on their good de-
meanor and advising them to be cool and prudent
under the niesent trying circumstauces, The
bands having played *‘ God Save Ireland,” the
assemblage dispersed quickly.

A similar unauimity of feeling—suggesting
what one reads about in Baneroft’s * Kevolu-
tionary H story of the American Oolonies"—
would have prevailed anywhere in the South of
Ireland had the police mnassacre acgurred there,
and yet the coercivniats say that the Irish are
divided.

PETTY SESSIONS AND MARKET DAY.

Yesterday wes not only market day here
but ** sdjourned Petty Sessions day” also, and
» remarkable Petty Sessions it was in sume
respects. To o person accustomed to the
moenner in which a  divisional msgistrate in
Dublin discharges his functions the practice
of provisional Petty Sessicns are a revelation.
To the ILnzlishmen present the proceedings
were not only a revelation, but a positive puz-
2le. Three or four Fnglisbmen, all touriets,
who werein the court room, expressed them-
selves with great freedom concermng the pro-
ceedings. The drend and deep resent.nent felt
here just now in landlord and police circles at
the intrucion of the iniguitive Eoglish tourists
is great. There was a fanily squabble tried out
aud one peréon suggested that another was a
troublesome stranger. . _

19.—At Mitchellstown to-day
the coroner reanmed his inquest over the bodies
of those killed during the recent canfiict between
the police and people, Sergt. Kerwan, of the
const+bulary, deposed that huckshot was fired
from the Farrack windows solely to defand the
policemen who were then running to endeavor
to gut into the barracksts escape the stones
which were all the time coming thick and fust
upon them, When the police reached the bar-
rack door they ciuld not get io, the dosr being
blocked. He then ordered the firing, seeing
that his own wnd the lives of the constables
wera endangered, Siuce he becawe a policeman
his life was pever iu more danger. After two
rounds of buckehot hed buen fired there was

one round of ball cartridge fired, Fe was
sure that the shots atruck someb:dy. Timothy
Harrington, DL P., secretary of tKe Irish Na-

tional Leacue, in the course of the examinstion
derounced the witnees a3 a murderer. The
Crown counsel protested against the uee of such
laoguage, and Mr. Harrington answered, * The
jury will alzo eall him & murderer.”

When they bhad been
seated, Hon. John A. Kasson, as president of
the counstitutional centennial commission,
mado the introductory address of tbe day.
Mrs, Cleveland sab almost in front of the
speakers’ position, and was the cynosure of all
eyes. She was neatly attired in o _close-fitting
dress of cream and brown-colored plmd silk,
and wore o stylish bonnet of a drab color,
with ribbon trimmings, Ex-Minister Kasson
then escorted the President to the speakers
tribune, where he made a ten minutes ad-
dress which was received with thundercus
applause, When the Premdent waa in the midst
of his remaaks the liberty bell rang out the hour
of 12, nnd another _rousing cheer wen’ up from
the chorus, The President was obliged to stop
talking, and surveyed the scene abonut himn.
