rested. He waa taken % a police atationm,
where he made a statement. He explained
that he had no des sire to kill the President. He
merely wished t¢: expose the fact that he
(Perrin) was the vi otim of injustics, The crowd
that bad gathered in the neighborhood of the
Biysee to witness the departure of the Presi-
dent becams greatl y excited and threatened to
Iyunch the prisonisr. The polics, however
gathered in force an 4 drove back the indignant
citizens, Perrin co wplained that he had been
unjustly punished Ly the Government of Mar-
tiuitﬂue.nnd that ha had appealed in vain, Hie
family is destitute.

A VISIT TO VEBSAJLLES,

President Carnot and  party proceeded
throughiChaville wh ere the President was enthu-
siastically greeted. Upon reachivg Versaillea
the President inaugt irated the memorial tablet
affixed to the buileling in which the States.
Geperal met one hundred years sgo to-day.
The Preeident and his escort then repaired to
the Hall of Mirrors in the palace, whera there
was a good assembluge of deputies and sema-
tora.

LESSONS OF THE RE¥OLUTION.

Ab the palace M. Leroyer delivered the ad-
dress of welcome to the President. In the
course of hie speech be said: ** Iv is no longer
bumble deputies of the third estate to whom
even the privilege of atanding upright was de-
nied but elected representatives of the nation

tribute to the great dead to whomn we owe our
liberty. It becomes those old strugglers fur
liberty to remind us that the revclution be-
queathed not only doctrines bu lessons. f the
revolution sinned by the audacity of its dreams,
we sin by our want of sel{-abnegation, by our
incomplete knowledge of our duties, by hesita-
tion asfto our policy. If the revolution flew oo
high, we drag it too low, The date 1889 invites
us torealize a union of hearts in love for our
country and its inatitutions.”” M. Leroyer con-
cluded by arking President Carnot to raise his
voice in order to guide Frenchmen in the direg-
tion of mutual concesgion.

Preildent Carnod’s Address.

President Carnot replied as follows ;. “With
ardent hope for the future I greet in the palace
of the monarchy the representatives cf & nation
that 18 now in complete possession of herself,
that is mistress of her destinies, and that is in
the full splenior and strength of liberty. The
firat thoughts on this solemn meeting burn to
our fathers, that immortal generation ot 1789,
who by dint of courage and many sacrifices,
secured for us benefits which we must begueath
to our sons as s mosb precious inheritance.
Never can our gratitude equal the grandenr of
the sacrifices rendered by our fathers to France
and to the human race.” In conclusion the
President said : “The revclution was based
upon the rights of man. Itorested a new era
in history and modern society, After many
oruel shooks, France has finally broken with the
ersonal power of oneman whatever title hemay
take. She now recognises as sole sovereign the
laws enacted by the representatives ot the nation,
Under the wgis of the republic let us sesk in a
spirit of mutual forbearance snd concord, the
irresistible strength of a united people and thus
enable France to maintain her poat in the van-
uard of nations. Vivela Republique,” The
resident’s speech wae received with fervent
applause,
