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To the City of Montreal, the Water Committee respéctfully
report: X

That at a special meeting of your Committee, held this
day, called for the purpose of considering the question of
the Superintendent’s report on the condition of the boilers at
the low level pumping station.

Your Committee received the accompanying report
from the Superintendent in which he protests against the
misconstruing of his report, respecting this matter.

They also questioned Mr. Champagne, the civic Boiler
Inspector, in regard to the condition of the said boilers,
and were informed by him, that the boilers are at present
in a perfectly safe condition. He also informed the Com-
mittee, that one boiler at a time could be shut down to be
cleaned, by forcing the others to make up for the one not
in use, as a boiler’s capacity may be increased up to 50%:
above its rating. :

Your Committee also gave instructions that a joint re-
port be made and signed by Mr. Janin, the Sup:ruiten-
dent, Mr. Lesage, the assistant, Mr. Kearney, the chief
engineer at the low level pumping station and Mr. Cham-
pagne, the City Boiler Inspector, on the present coadi-
tion of the boilers at the low level pumping station, which
report is hereunto annexed. : .

The whole of which your Committee respectfully beg to
piace before the Council for its information and consi-

deration. :

To the Chairman and Members of the Water Committee,

Gentlemen,

Allow me to protest against the conclusions which the
Insurance Companies have drawn from my report to you
of the oth instant. In that report I said: “ That for want
of these boilers we are obliged to. force the remaining
ones to do the work, and that the lowering of the water
in the aqueduct, which increases as the season advances,
will deprive us of a portion of the power of our wheels,
and therefore give more to do to the boilers in use, in-
stead of allowing them time to be shut down for neces-
sary cleaning and repairs.” There is nothing in this
statement to imply immediate danger sufficient to cause
a panic.

The danger foreseen was that which the Water Works
was being put to, in further delaying the purchase and
installation of new boilers to help out the work of the pre-
sent ones, when the pumping by water power would be
stopped.

It was after the Council  had again sent back the re-
port of the purchase of new boilers to the Water Commit-
tee, with the prospect of considerable delay which would
take place before the electric power could be substituted
for that of steam, that I thought of making this report to
you which was destined only to hasten the purchase of
the boilers, and could scarcely warrant the rise in insu-
rance rates. :
