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(a)  To.  participate in public and private meetings of the Conference, the 
Committee of the Whole, sub-committees and working groups, as well as in the 
process leading to general agreement; 

(b) To submit documents for circulation;  — 

(c) TO intervene in the debates; 

To exercise the right of reply in accordance with rule 22; 

TO explain their positions on any matter on which a decision has 
been or is to be taken; 

(d) To stibmit substantive proposals, which as such may only be put to the . 
vote subject to rule 63 if a formal request is made by a State to that effect. If 
the proposal has been circulated in writing, the formal request shall be circulated 
in the same manners 

(e) To submit procedural motions, including those referred to in rules 23, 24 
and 25, which may not be put to the vote unless supported by a State. 

2. Representatives of the organizations participating in the Conference in 
accordance with paragraph 1 of this rule may not: 

(a) Object to any procedural motion put forward by a representative of a 
participating-State; 

( p) Prevent on their own the achievement of general agreement or participate 
in any vote. 

3. Delegations of the organizations referred to in paragraph 1 shall be seated in 
alphabetical order following the seating of delegations of States.

• under its auspices in the capacity of observers in accordance  
with General Assembly resolutions 3237 (XXIX) and 31/152  

Rule 61 

Representatives designated by organizations that have received a standing 
invitation from the General Assembly in accordance with General Assembly 
resolutions 3237 (XXIX) of 22 November 1974 and 31/152 of 20 December 1976 to 
participate in the sessions and the work of all international conferences convened 
under its auspices have the right to participate as observers, without the right to 
vote, in the deliberations'of the Conference, the Committee of the Whole and, as 
appropriate, other committees, sub-committees or working groups. 
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
