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(iii) equipment (including the supply of designs, drawings and specifica-
tions), and

(iv) uses of equipment, material and nuclear material;
(b) the supply of material, nuclear material and equipment;
(c) the implementation of projects for research and development as welI as for

design and application of nuclear energy for use in such fields as agricul-
ture, industry, medicine and the generation of electricity;

(d) the conclusion'of contracts for industrial co-operation between governmnen-
tal enterprises and persons in Canada and in Egypt;

(e) licensing arrangements and the transfer of patent rights;
(f) access to and use of equipment;
(g) the rendering of technical assistance and services;
(h) visits by nuclear scientists;
(i) technical training; and
üj) the exploration for and development of uranium and thorium resources.

(2) Notwithstanding the provisions of Article V of the NPT, the development,
manufacture, acquisition or detonation of nuclear weapons or other nuclear
explosive devices shail not be regarded as a use, development or application of
nuclear energy for peaceful purposes.

ARTICLE Il
(1) The Parties shall encourage and facilitate co-operation between each other's

governimentaî enterprises and persons under their jurisdîction on matters withifl
the scope of this Agreement.

(2) Subject to the terms of this Agreement, governmental enterprises and persons
under the jurisdiction of eitber Party may supply to or receive from governmef-
tal enterprises or persons under the jurisdiction of the other Party, material,
nuclear material, equipment, and technology, within the scope of this Agree-
ment, on commercial or other terms as may be agreed by the governmental
enterprises or persons concernied.

(3) Subject to the terms of this Agreement, governmental enterprises and personsunder the jurisdiction of either Party may provide governmental enterprises Orpersons under the jurisdiction of the other Party with technical training in theapplication of nuclear energy for peaceful uses on commercial or other termns asmay be agreed by the governmental enterprises or persons concerned.

(4) The Parties, subject to their respective immigration and customs laws and regu-lations, will make efforts to facilitate exchanges of experts, tecnicians and SPC
cialists related to activities under this Agreement.
