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4. An objection by a State which hias signed but flot ratified the Conventii
shail cease ta. haveeffeet, if, withini a period of nine months fromn the date
making its objection, the objecting State hias flot ratified the Convention.
as the resuit of an objection ceasing toi have effect, a reservation is accepted
application of the preceding paragraph, the Secretary-General shall so infor
the States referred to in that paragraph. The text of any reservation shÉ
not be circulated to any signatory State under the preceding paragraph if th
State has not ratified the Convention within three years following the date
signature on its behaif.

5. The State subrnitting the reservation xnay, within a period of twell
months from the date of the notification by the Secretary-General referrE
to in paragraph 3 that a reservation has been rejected in accordance witlh tl
procedure provided for in that paragraph, withdraw the reservation, in whie
case the instrument of ratification or accession or the notification tunder artid
19 as the case may be shall take effect with-respect to such State as froni tl
date of withdrawal. Pending such withdrawal, the instrument or the 23<
tification as the case may be, shail not; have effect, unless, by application of tJl
provisions of paragraph 4, the reservation is subsequently accepted.

6. Reservations accepted in accordance with this article mnay be withdrae~
at any time by notification to the Secretary-General.

7. No Contracting State shail be required to extend to a State makil%
reservation the benefit of the provisions to which such reservation applies. AI
State availîng itself of this right shall notify the Secretary-General accordingl
and the latter shall communicate this decision ta ail signatory and Contractl
States.

ARTICLE 21
1. Any dispute between two or mo3re Contracting States concerning t

interpretatlcrn or application of this Convention shall so f ar as possible
settled by negotiation between them.

2. Any dispute which is not settled by negotiation shail be submittc
arbitration if any one of the Contracting States in dispute so requests andsh
be referred accordingly to one or more arbitrators selected by agreefe
between thue States in dispute. If within three mpnths from the dateoft
request for arbitration the States in dispute are unable tp agree on thfluecto
of an arbitrator or arbitrators, any of those States m~ay request the Prdscé
of the International Court of Justice to nominate a single arbitrator to whl
the dispute shall be referred for decision.
