Mr. Carson's career has been devoted to personnel
management. He had a varied background in industry and
government prior to 1961, at which time he was,loaned by the
B.C. Hydro and Power Authority to the Royal Commission on
Government Organization to direct the study of personnel
management problems in the Federal Public Service.
