Lawreree Basin Davelopment Agreement

of 1941 as having been superseded by the plan

envisaged in the joint application of the'two govern-

ments to the International Joint Commission and the

order of approval thereof made by the Commission on

October 29, 1952, and that Canada, therefore, does

not intend to take any action to have the Agreement

of 1941 ratified .
