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PRAYERS

Mr. Clermont, from the Standing Committee on
Finance, Trade and Economie Affairs, presented the
Ninth Report of the said Committee, which is as follows:

Clause 17
At page 7, line 45, insert the following after the word

"basis"
"for a period not exceeding ninety (90) days from the
date of implementation thereof."1

Clause 18
Strike out lines 36 and 37, in the English version only,

on page 8, and substitute the following therefor:
"ino prospects of becoming competitive wtth foreign
goods in the market i Canada if"

Clause 19
Add the followmng words at the end of the clause:

"but before recommendig major changes Ini the
special measures of protection, the Board shall seek

the views of any producer that may be significantly
affected'l

Clause 25
Add a new sub-clause, as follows:

(c) No regulation made under this section bas effect
until it has been published in the Canada Gazette
but, when so published, a regulation shail, if it sa
provides, be effective from or at any time after the
making thereof.

The Comnittee bas ordered a reprint of Bill C-215,
as amended.
