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I amrn ot going to read any more of that,
but the point I wish to make is that the
pamphlet which my correspondent tells me is
being circulated, by the thousands in Montreal
is issued by theý Cartier council of the Labour
Progressive party.

1 do flot want to be political; I arn not
speaking in a political sense and I do flot wish
to be taken as speaking in a political sense.
I arn speaking as a Canadian who wants to do
what he ean to preserve the freedorns which
we possess at the present time. But I amn
bound to say this: The leader of the C.C.F.
party (Mr. Coldwell) publicly has supportéd
political zionism flot only in Canada, but in
the United States, thereby deiiberately inflam-
ing ill-forrned Arnerican opinion against Great
Britain. I have been in tbe United States dur-
ing this session, and I have addressed meetings
there. The propaganda inspired by zionism in
the United States against the British i.s a
terrible thing. Even after the David hotel
outrage, the C.C.F. continue to denounce
British poiicy in Palestine as anti-Sernitic and
elsewhere as imperialistic. Palestine threatens
the peace of the world. If Great Britain
resists zionist demands to seize control by
force of arms, the Jews, the communists and
fellow traveilers will stir up anti-British feeling
everywhere. On the other hand, unless Great
Britain refuses further demands for unlimited
Jewish entry into Palestine, the whole Moslem
world may be driven wîthin the orbit of Soviet
Russia. That bas been the airn of socialist-
supported communist policy in Greece, Poland,
Yugoslavia, Spain, Argentina, India, China;
while everywhere the lying, blackrnailing,
smear-bund goes to work, labeling as anti-
Semitic and fascist ail opposition to this policy.
And it ail adds up, Teberan, Potsdam, Bretton
Woods and Dumbarton Oaks, in place of the
Atlantic charter; Zionisma, Palestine, Moscow,'the Laskis, Baruchs and Morgenthaus, and the
surrender of sovereignty; the spy ring, the
srnear-bund, the anti-defarnation league, the
Canlsons, Winchells, the Philpotts, Haltons,
Dyson Carters, Raymond A. Davies and the
rest of the red network. The communist
Labour Progressive party, the C.C.F. and
other fellow travellers ail are-

Mr. MacINNIS: I hate to interrupt the
hofr. member in the enjoyrnent that he is n0w
having in communing with hirnself, but when
be refers to the C.C.F. as fellow travellers he
bas to witbdraw the staternent. Yesterday be
said that the Liberal party was supported in
the last election by the Labour Progressive
party. If that is so, and I agree there are somne
grounds for it, and the Labour Progressive
party did that in opposition to, the C.C.P.,
how can the C.C.P. be a fellow traveller of the

Labour Progressive party and at the saine
time be opposing the Labour Progressive
party? The bon, gentleman should try to put
a littie sense in what he says.

Mr. JAQUES: At the beginning I said this
was not political.

Mr. MacINNIS: That is not the question.

Mr. JAQUES: I amn stating only facts.

Mr. MacINNIS: Wben my hon. friend says
he is stating only facts--

Mr. JAQUES: Mr. Chairman-
Mr. MacINNIS: The hon, gentleman says

tbat he is stating facts wben hie says I amn a
fellow traveller. As a member of the C.C.F.
party I say to him that he is Iying.

Mr. JAQUES: It depends on what you eall
a fellow traveller.

Mr. MacINNIS: Yes, of course.
Mr. JAQUES: My definition of a fellow

traveller la this. When a man or a party
conýtinually supports the policy of another
party, then I say that he or they are fellow
travellers of that party.

Mr. MacINNIS: The C.C.F. bas neyer
at any time supported the communist party.

Mr. JAQUES: I will put it in this way:
the communists and the C.C.F.'s support the
saine party.

Mr. MacINNIS: They do not.
Mr. GRAYDON: Yes, they do; tbey sup-

port the Liberal party.
The -ACTING CHAIRMAN (Mr.

Qolding): Order.
Mr. MacINNIS: The hon. member neyer

said anything about the Progressive Conser-
vative party.

The ACTING CHAIRMAN (Mr.
Golding): Order.

Mr. GRAYIJON: The Liberals and my
hon. friend's party are in the samne bed and
cannot get out of it.

The ACTING CHAIRMAN (Mn.
Golding): Onden.

Mn. PROBE: He should be asked to
withdraw.

Mr. GRAYDON: You are in the samne bed.
Mr. JAQUES: Let me qualify my state-

ment. Fellow travellers are not confined to
the C.C.F., they are over here; they are
in the Conservative party, and I know we
have soine in our party. I arn not including
memberq of the bouse. Do not misunderstand
