MONTREAL—REQUEST FOR STATEMENT ON
UNEMPLOYMENT CONDITIONS

ment on his plans to avoid an unfortunate
situation this fall?

Does the Minister of Manpower and Im-
migration intend to take steps in order to
avoid a sharp drop in employment in Mont-
real this fall?

Hon, Jean Marchand (Minister of Man-
power and Immigration): Mr. Speaker, in so
far as my own responsibility is concerned, we
have a new manpower training program as
well as a manpower mobility program, and
there is no doubt that my department will
make every effort to improve the situation
forecast by the hon. member.

Mr. Valade: Has the minister approached
the authorities of the city of Montreal or the
province of Quebec to discuss this situation
which is expected to be rather serious?
