Hon. Robert K. Andras (Minister without
Portfolio): 1. On August 14, 1969, the Minister
responsible for Housing issued a public state-
ment which in part indicated that “Until a
more well-defined and logical long-term Cana-
dian urban renewal policy can be formulated
and enunciated, municipalities with urban re-
newal schemes presently in preparation will
have to elect either to susped further study or,
alternatively, to complete their work in the
knowledge that additional federal funds for
implementation of the schemes may or may
not be forthcoming.” Discussions with the
provincial governments during the summer
dealt with the urban renewal program among
other matters of mutual interest and the pro-
vincial and municipal officials concerned were
notified officially of the government’s decision
immediately after the public announcement.
