Hon. Edward Broadbent (Oshawa): Madam Speaker, 1
wouid like to begin by saying that we in the New Democratie
Party have respected the Member for Lincoln (Mr. Mackasey)
in terms of bis service in this House over the years. We have
differed seriousiy from time to time but there has neyer been
on our part any questioning of bis integrity or of bis practice
being anything but in compiete accordance with the ruies of
this Hlouse.

Therefore, we were very pieased indeed to hear wbat tbe
Member had to say, to bear bis proposai that he rejects
categoricaiiy the aliegations, which are serious and wbich, as
he points out, reflect on ail Members of tbe House, and that
they are flot only misieading but totaiiy faise, in the Hon.

On the surface, we like bis proposai tbat tbe matter be
referred, and having noted wbat tbe Leader of the Officiai
Opposition bas said and that the Hon. Member for Lincoln
bimself agrees that we should Jet this motion stand until
tomorrow, 1 would like to support that proposai so that more
informai discussions can take place. Tbis would mean tbat the
intent of what the Hon. Member for Lincoln obviousiy wants is
observed, nameiy, that there should be a compiete airing of
tbis matter, wbich is serious, bere in tbe one body of this
country of ours wbere this matter sbouid be aired, in the
House of Commons.

1 want to conciude by saying once again for my coiieagues
that not oniy did we iisten witb care to wbat tbe Hon. Member
bad to say, but we deepiy and genuineiy beiieve tbat every-
tbing he bas bad to say wiii turn out to be compieteiy true.

Madam Speaker: 1 suppose it is ciear to the House that the
Hon. Member for Lincoln bas simpiy advised of bis intention
to move tbe motion. Tecbnicaliy speaking, tbere is flot before
the House a motion to refer tbis matter to tbe Standing
Committee on Privileges and Eiections. Tbere wouid oniy be a
possibiiity of moving tbat motion if tbe Cbair finds a prima
facie case of priviiege wbicb, upon tbe advice of aul tbose who
bave intervened, and indeed because tbe Chair does need some
time to consider tbis matter, 1 wili take under advisement. 1
ar nfot promising tbat by tomorrow 1 wiii be in a position to
rule on it, but i wiii certainiy do it as expeditiousiy as possible.

1 wouid iike to ask tbe Pariiamentary Secretary if be is able to
eniigbten me as to when 1 migbt expect an answer to starred
question No. 4,336 whicb 1 put on tbe Order Paper on May 19.
It concerns a case of what appears to be discrimination against
a former Lieutenant, Geoffrey Wrigbt, who was in tbe reguiar
army and bas been reieased and denied admission to the
Reserve.

Mr. Peterson: Madam Speaker, quite frankiy I have abso-
iuteiy no idea wbere that question and response thereto stand,
but 1 shall certainiy endeavour to find out for the Hon. Mem-
ber and get back to bim as quickiy as possible.

Mr. Stevens: Madam Speaker, 1 rise on a point of order. As
we bave a new Acting Pariiamentary Secretary 1 was wonder-
ing if 1 couid direct his attention to the fact that question No.
2,042 of January 29, 198 1 -tbat is over two years ago--asking
tbe simple question what was tbe total cost of tbe Prime
Minister's worid tour of iate 1980-1981, bas flot been
answered. As tbe Acting Pariiamentary Secretary knows, oniy
iast evening tbe Minister of Finance at a committee whicb be
cbaired assured us that if we put a question on the Order
Paper we wouid get an answer promptiy. 1 know the Govern-
ment must be very anxious to answer tbese questions. Why bas
tbis one flot been answered?

Mr. Peterson: Madam Speaker, 1 regret very much tbat we
are flot 100 per cent perfect in answering every question that
bas been put to us by ail Hon. Members opposite. 1 guess we
bave to ask ourseives, can we be expected in ail circumstances
to respond witb aiacrity, speed and trutb to aul questions that
are posed to us.

Mr. Peterson: 1 wouid like to come back to the fact that to
date we bave responded to 3,974 questions. This is 83.9 per
cent of ahl questions that bave been asked of this Government
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
