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ilon. Mdr. WATSON: What is the "'triii-
înn"operation' Wliat does that nican?

Hon. Sir JAMES LOUGHEED: Triixrînîing2
it in the boats.

Hon. 'Mr. BOSTOCK: It does not mean
in the elevators?

Hion. Sir JAMES LOUGHEED: Oh, no0.
This lias relation to t.he .shipment of grain
by water.

Hon. Mr. W'ATSON: Is not the board in
some sense responsible for the cargo and
the manner ini which it is trimmed?

Hon. Sir JAMES LOUGHEED: The com-
mîssioners have been responsible.

Hon. Mr. WATSO.Lý. Aie they flot respon-
sible iii some wgy for the trimming?

Hon. W. B. ROSS: The whole trade is
under the control of this Grain Commission,
but they are not the persons who trim.

Hon. lMr. WVATSON: But 1 arn asking
if the Grain Board is not responsible for
the trimmiing in the boat?

Hon. Mr. PRIINGLE: 'My information is
quite t q the irontrary-that there is no
responsi bjlity whatscever attaching to the
Grain Commission. The objection to thisý
clause is thât the ship is in effeet t.urned
over to the trirnming gang appointed hy
the board and paid by the owner of the
ship. but under no control whatsoever by
the owner. They triîîî as they please, under
thie supervision of the board, of course, but
not under the supervision of the man whio
lias to take the vessel out of port, and
perlîaps not in accordance with his wisliez.

Honi. 'Mr. W'ATSON: Wh at is the object
of putfing this clause- in the Bill, if it iý
entirely foreign'

Honi. Mr. PRINGLE: I think it is en-
tirely foreign. My view is that the grain
ýsho-uld bie under the supervision of the
Grain C'oinmissîioners from the moment it
is loaded in thie ship's lhold, and that frorn
that tinie the owner of the vessel should lie
responsible for the triînming of the grain
in. accordance with insurance requirements
andl as lie thinks proper.

lion. Mr. WATSON: If rny menlory
serves nie righitly, the Act refers to inspec-
tion. as well as grading. Some years ago
the question arose as to grain being
daniaged in the vessels on account of de-
fective triniming-, and if I remiember rightly
a clause was inserted in the Act because
the inspection of the grain and the inspec-
tion cci tificate as to its quality were offset
liv the liad trimming in the vessel.

lion. W. B. R0SS: How could the bad
triinîing effeet the quality of the grain?

Hion. "%r. WATSON: I think that. was
the reason given at that timo.

Hon. W. B. ROSS: Well, it would not
lie a reason, because improper trimming
rnav cause a ship to upset or founder if she
goes out in a storm, yet it does not affect
the quality of the grain.

Hon. Mr. WATSON: If the grain gets
%vet or damp, the quality would lie affected.

Hon. W. B. ROSS: But it would not. get
damip. That trimming might upset the ship.

Hon. Sir JAMES LOUGHEED: How is
it done at present, does the hionourable
gentleman kinow?

Hon. Mr. PRItNGLE: The present systern
is that the varjous vessel owners at Fort
William and Port Arthur have permanent
gangs of trimmers wvho are experts in the
trimming of vessels. They are under the
immediate control of the captain of the ahip.
This particular paragraph would in effect
turo over every ship as it wvas loaded to
the Grain Commission, who would trim it.
I am informed that it is highly objection-
able. This is one of the occasions when
one deeply regrets the loas of such a man
as our friend Richardson of Kingston, who
could have explained this matter thoroughlY.

Hon. Mr. WATSON: Or Senator Young.

Hon. Sir JAMES LOUGHEED: The
%veakness I see in the proposaI to strike
out the paragraph lies in this, that trim-
mna is manifestly an important feature in
the slîipment of grain; yet apparently it is
noNv in the banda of parties who are in no
wa v responsible to the Government, though
possibly they may lie responsible to the
owner of the ship.

Hon. W. B. ROCS: They are ail respo-
s'ble.

Hon. Sir JAMES LOUGIIEED: No, I
iinderstand the trimmers now are absolutely
independent.

Hon. W. -B. *ROSS: But the navigation
officers, after examining ships coming in
and going out, are not going to allow a
slip to leave the port unless she is properly
tri nnuied.

Hon. Sir JAMES LOUGHE'ED: I must
confess I know nothing about it myseif.

Hon. Mr. BOSTOCK: Does the honour-
able leader think that we should adopt the
motion that lias been made b) strikce it
out,
