“We believe unshakably that all our
faithful subjects will rise with unan-
tmity and devotion for the defense of
Russian soil, that-internal discord will
be forgotten in this threatening hour,
that the unity of the emperor'with his
people will become still more close, and
that Russia, rising like one man, will
repu the insolent attack of, the
enemy.

“With a profound faith in the jus-
tice of our cause and with a humble
hope in the omnipotent Providence, in
prayer we call God's blessing on Holy
Russia and her valiant troops.

NATIONS MAY CUT -
CABLES AT WILL

Existing Treaties No Bar to
Severance of Telegraphic
Lines.

WASHINGTON, Aug. 3.—Altho all
the cables between the United States
#nd Europe are  protected upon the
high seas by international treaties and
agreements, they are entirely within
the jurisdiction of European govern:
ments when they reach soundings
within the three-riile limit on the
other side. Within that limit they may
be cut at the pleasure of the govern-
ment controlling the territory at the
terminal. The fact that many of the
cables are privately owned would not
prevent them being cut, officials here
belleve, altho international agreements
impose severe penalties. In the neces-
sitles of war, they point out, a belli-
gerent probably would cut a cable if
it accrued to her advantage and pay
the penalty afterward.

Protection of Credit.
The e¢hancellor of the exchequer,
David Lloyd George, answered that the
government had made arrangements
for war risks for ships! cargoes, and
that full details would be given later.
Regarding the complaint of J, Kier
Hardie that the bill passed that day
was for the protection of a small sec-
tion of the community, the chancellor
said it was essentially a measure to
protect the whole credit system. Un-
less steps of that kind were taken,
hundreds of thousands, perhaps mil-
lions of workmen might be thrown out
of work.
The cabinet held a sesion during the
recess and were escorted to and from
by cheering crowds.

Germany’s Ultimatum.
The entire communication made by
the British foreign secretary to the
house of commons, on his second ap-
pearance there today, was as follows:
“A messageé has been recelved from
the Belgian legation here, stating that
Germany sent to Belgium, at 7 o'clock
last evening, a note proposing to Bel-
gium friendly neutrality, coupled with
the free passage thru Belgian territory
of German troops, promising the
maintenance of Belgian independence
at the conclusion of peace, and threat-

glum as an enemy. The time limit of
12 hours was fixed for the reply.”

This statement was received with
murmurs from all parts of the house.
and then Sir Edward Grey continued:

“Belgium answered that an attack
on her neutrality would be a flagrant
violation of‘the rights of nations, that
to accept the German proposal would
be to sacrifice her honor, and ' being
conscious of her duty, Belgium was
firmly resolved to repel aggression b;»
all possible means.”

The Belgian reply was received with
loud cheers by the members, and Sir
Edward concluded with the declara-
tion that the British Government had
taken the situation-into grave consid-
eration and that he would make no
further comment.

Hint of Neutrality.

Finally, on thé one trémendously vi-
tal question—aquestion upon the ans-
wer of which the British Empire and

the government considers that Ger-
many’'s policy compels Great Britain to
war, the foreign secretary left an im-
pression of doubt. T"at doubt may
reflect the mind of a cabinet not
wholly unanimous and the interpreta-
tion drawn by many is that Sir Ed-
ward Grey’'s speech to Germany was a
hint that if she Wwill’keep her soldiers
off Belgian soil and her battleships
away from the coast of France, that
will be the price of -Great Britain’s
armed neutrality.
