LONDON, June 1.—An official state-
ment given out today says:

“Regarding the operations in the
Dardanelys, " Turkish  -prisoners re-
cently arrived in Egypt say that the
Ottoman losses in the fighting on the
Gellipoli Peninsula have been ter-
ribly heavy. The 20th Regiment was
almost annihilated. its colonel alone
of the officers escaping death or cap-
ture. ‘Almost equally sévere were the
losses borne by the 16th and b6th
Regiments. The loss in officers gen-
erally has been very heavy, and the
gaps are being' filled by naval officers
and cadets from the military school
:Men from every military class, Nizam
Redif and Mustafiz, are now found in
the same unit.

Terrible Slaughter.

“The attacks on the Krithia posi-
tion early in May wcere most costly
operations for the Turks. Ordered
by Gen, Liman Von Sanders to at-
tack with empty magazines, with the
bayonet only;, and by night, they as-
saulted our column. Repeatedly they
‘were caught by the searchlights of the
allies in close formation and terribly
punished at point blank ranges by
machine guns and rifle fire. Only 124
men could he collected out of a regi-
ment originally 3000 men strong.

Lost 40,000

“The mountain guns of the allies on
more than one occasion caught the
Turks as they were assembling at
night for attack, and assisted by
searchlights they were kept for some
minutes at a time under heavy rifle
and sharpnel fire, which inflicted
serious losses, )

““The landing,’ said an Arab offi-
cer who was among the prisoners.
‘was costly and difficult, but it was
boldly carmed out; and when your
troops were once established on the
peninsula, it was our turn to suffer the
heavier losses in a series of desperate
and uvnavailing counter-attacks. I was
made prisoner a fortnight ago. We
then had lost at least 40,000 men in
killed and wounded.’

“It is further declared by prisoners
that two Turkish battaliions at-
tacked each other by night near Gaba,
Tepe, losing heavily, and ultimately
stampeding in spite of the efforts of
their officers to rally them.

Deadly Accuracy.

“Prisoners say that the firing of the
British machine guns has been parti-
cularly well directed and wviolent, and
that the naval guns have at times
been most effective. Men who were
in the trenches at the point where the
heaviest shells burst were frequently
®0 dazed and shaken by the explosions
as to be paralyzed. :

“The prisoners in some cases frank-
1y admit that ‘they do not in the least
know why Enver Pasha and Talaat
Bey went to war, while others curse
the Germans heartily.” ¥

Some Alpine de-
tachiments and two regiments of Ber-
saglieri have been expoesed to the wea-
ther, soaked thru, for 50 hours with-
out the possibility of going into camp,

Long range cannon are now being
transported by the Italians towards
the two poifnts to be occupied, one of
which is within seven miles of Ro-
vereto.

Occupy High Plateau.

The whole ligh plateau of Lavor-
one now is in the hands of the Ttalian
troops, 'who are threatening to take
the Austrian City of Trent from be-
hind along the Flemme Railway.

The Austrian authorities evidently
realize the danger threatening Trent
because they Tave ordered the vacua-
tion of all persons and institutions
considered ‘“‘useful.” Included in this
category are judges and law courts,

Storto gives them dominance in this

From the high pleateau of Asiag Ital-
ian heavy guns have reduced to powder
several modern Austrian forts, built to
proiect this sectfpn of the frontier. It
100k oniy three hours’' firing to batter to
pieces tke armored forts at Luserna, and
the survivors of the Austrian garrison,
realizing the futility of their resistance,
gosted a white flag in token of surren-

er,

Immeciately this happened a second
fort, known as Belvedere, forming one of
the chain of fortified works on the fron-
tler, opened fire on the survivors of Fort
Luserna, and the several lickless Aus-
trian nners in the already dismantled
fort Luserna. were killed by enfilading
fire fro mthe Belvedere. Ultimately the
Italians turned their guns on Belvedere,
which was temporarily silenced.

Heap of Ruins.

Italians were then able to take posses-
sion of Luserna and make prisoners of
surviving ‘Austrians. The redoubts of
Fort Venzila, in the same zone, after a
terrific bombardment, in which a num-
ber of Italian guns concenfrated their
fire, were demolished. This fort as well
as others which form supporting links
was smothered with G heavy fire of
Ttalian guns and is no# a heap of ruins.
The Belvedere is still holding out, but
its reduction and destruction are simp-
ly a matter of a few hours. Thruout
the day it has been subjected to a severe
bombardment.
