Wm.-E, Turley,
provincial secretary of the G.W.V.A,
made the announcement” 4t Davis-
ville hospital last night,~'and  his
statement aroused much epthusiasm
among the wounded 'men present. He
said:

“The Great War Veterans' Asso-
cjation has suggested to the govern-
ment, in the interests of.greater  food
production, that those of the wound-.
ed soldiers now in the military hos-
pitals of Capada, who are capable
of taking up work on the ~farms
should be placed on farms thruout
the country this summer. They would
not be discharged from thg C. E. . F..°
but would continue to receive thelr
'regular pay of $1 per day with al-
{ lowances, and in addition be allowed
| to acgept whatever additional pay the
| tarmer might give hin}.”

The advantages of the schems,
added Sergt. Turley, were manifold.
It would not only relieve congestion'
in the hospitals, but would give
{ many woéunied soldiers ' the outdoor
| work they needed to make them
strong. He was confident that no
delay would stand in the way of the .
{‘adoption: of the plan.
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
