CHILDREN'S HOME

Institution in Connection With
Central Methodist to Be
Enlarged. '

The Children’s Home in connection
with Earlscourt Central Methodist
Church is about to have extensive al-
terations made to meet the growing
needs of this useful institution. The
home is located on St, Clair Gardens,
Earlscourt, and was founded by Rev.
Peter Bryce about five years ago. At
the present time there are about 40
children accommodated in charge of
Miss Inkpen, superintendent. Their
ages average four years. Most of the
youngsters’ mothers are wives of s0l-
diers overseas, who, unable to look
after their little ones while out at
work, are permitted to bring them to
the home temporarily. Then there are
others whose parents are dead and
these are cared for permanently.

To a reporter for The World Mr.
Bryce said: “The work of this Chil-
dren’s Home is expanding under the
loving care of the superintendent and
the children are carefully looked after
and properly trained.

“We believe in making the children
feel at home and home comforts are
here, We have just purchased the
building and we expect to make some
extensive alterations later. We are
glad to do this work for the soldier
families, there are so many ! cases
in this neighborhood.” ”

There are three floors to the build-
ing and the sleeping and other rooms
are models of cleanliness and com-
fort. A fine playground adjoins the
home where the-children are taught
games and are made as happy as
circumstances will permit.

Earlscourt soldiers overseas fre-
quently write home to say how glad
they are that their chniidron are find-
ing such care and attention given to
them during their absence.
