REPLY BY WHITE

Disbelieves That Canadian
Nickel Had Found Its
Way Into Germany.

Ottawa, June 19.—There was a live-
ly debate in the house of commons this

morning on the nickel question, in
which W. ¥. Maclean (South York),
8ir Thomas White and Hon, Martin
Burrell participated., It looked for a
time as tho the debate would widen,
but when Judge McKenzie, the Libera]
leader, endeavored to take part, he was
shut off by ruling “from the deputy
Speaker. The house at the time was
in committee of the whole on the
tariff resolutions, and the finance min-
lister was anxious to have them pro-
ceeded with. It is a fair surmise, how-
ever, that the nickel question, with its
many ramifications, will absorb the
attention of the house again before
the close of the session.

In the debate today Mr., Maclean
pleaded with the government for a
true national policy in developing and
dealing with the great nickel deposits
of Canada. Nickel matte, he said,
was being shipped out of the country
to a large extent instead of being re-
fined in Canada. This matter con-
tained riot only nickel and copper but
other more precious metals like plati-
num, palladium and irridium. Neithey
the national nor provincial 8overnments
had ever collected their proper share
of taxation from the International
Nickel Company nor the Mond Com-
pany, and they acted as tho they were
palsied during the war when Canadian
nickel was being shipped to Germany.

Relied on Britain.
Sir Thomas White said the govern-

. ment during the war had relied upon

the assurances of the British govern-
ment that Canadian nickel was not

' finding its way thru the United States

to Germany., He did not believe that
Mr, Maclean could substantiate the
charges he had made on this subject,
He could not understand why anyone
should doubt the assurance given by

. & member of the British government,

To this Mr. Maclean said, in repsy,
that a member of the British govern-
ment had been connected with the
German metal trust; and the British
government had dealings with the no-
torious Merton firm for two years
during the war after that firm had
been denounced from the bench as a
finger on the hand of the German
meta] trust, Sir Alfred Mond, the
head of the nickel trust, was of Ger-
Man blood, and his company was in-
timately related to the German metal
trust, and he was also connected with
the government of David Lloyd Geonge.

Burrell Appealed To.

Mr. Burrell thus appealed o, said a
bill Lad been passed by the British par-
lament, placing under government su-
Pervision and regulation all corporations
engaged in the production and sale of
metals other than iron. This had been
rendered necessary by the fact that Ger-
mans were in control of the metal de-
posits of the world at the beginning of
the war. They controlled, for example.
the zinc mines of Australia, but he did
believe they controlled the nickel
deposits of Canada. At the last session
of parifiament a special committee of
the house had considered the question
of government control over metal com-
panies, but it was found difficult to
pass a non-ferrous metal hill in Canada.,

INTORONTO YARDS

Chicago Interests Have Over
Fifty Per Cent. Claim on
Union Stock Yards.

Ottawa, June 19.—Fifty-two to
fifty-three per cent. of the stock in
the Union Stock Yords, ot)’T\Toronto,
is owned by Chicago intérests and
23 or 24 per cent. by the Harris Ab-
attoir Company. The authorized
capital is $1,500,000 of which $1,293,-
000 has been issued. The physical
assets are more than that,

This information was glven the
cost of living committee of the com-
mons this afternoon by F. C. Fletcher,
the managing director. He could not
say how much capital was paid up.
The gross receipts last year were
$398,000 and the net receipts $132,000.
A dividend of 7 per cent. was paid
and $50,000 was invested in Canadian
war bonds.

He stated that there were forty-five
stockholders in the Union Stock
Yards, including Ogden G, Armour;
the Morris estate; Swift Packing Co.,
National Trust Company in trust
for the Harris Abattoir, Sir
John Eaton and Andrew Dodds.
There had been practically no change
in ownership for several years,

Uniom Stock Yards was $40 per ton
and straw $16, They expected to make
a net profit of $10 per ton. Ordinarily
there were about fifty buyers, and
there were no resirictions regarding
buying or selling. The complete stock
yards charges, including feed, for a
carload of eighteen cattle arriving on
Monday aftermoon and sold on Wed-
nesday would be $42. Ninety-five per
cent of the cattle which came in were
consigned to the care of commission
men,

Samuel Mooney, president of the live
stock exchange of Toronto; Charles
McCurdy, chief salesman of the live
stock commission department, and
Property Commissioner Chisholm were

ENATE REAFFIAMS
PROHIBITION ACTION

By Twelve Majority, Refuses to
Validate Legislation After
Peace.

Ottawa, June 19.—The position of
the senate on the prohibition meas-
ure was reaffirmed today. The gov-
ernment leader, Sir James Lougheed,
moved that the amendment of yes-
terday cutting off the provision that
the measure shall continue for twelve
months after the termination of the
war should not be concurred in. This
Was defeated by 38 to 26. The bill,
as amended, was read the third time,
and will go to the commons that they
may consider the amendment,

In asking that the senate should
not dnsist upon its amendment - Sir
James said that the effect of the
amendment would be to destroy the
bill,  In view of the large majority
given.the measure in the commons, jt
Wwas quite unlikely that the other
house would agree to the amendment
of the senate providing that the Do-
minion prohibition of the importation,
manufacture and trausportation of
liquor should terminate with the sign-

ing of peace. The amendment would
interfere with the powers that the
bill proposed to give to the province
of Quebec to make and sell light
wine and beer and the power of On-
,Lario to allow the manufacture of

Borden Announces Govern-
ment Will Maintain Law in
Connection With Arrested

Ottawa, June 19.—In reply to a
telegram from Secretary Hamilton
of the Toronto Metal Trades Coun-
cil, with regard to the arrests of
the Winnipeg strikers, Premier
Borden sent the following mes-
sage :

“The persons arrested in Winni-
Peg have been charged with acts
which under the Jaws of this coun-~
try are serious offences. ‘The
government intends to maintain
the law and to prevent and punish
any attempt to subvent the author-
ity of the people as established by
their representatives in parliament.
Your assertion that the govern-
ment has been animated by a de-
sire to assist the employing class
or to injure the labor movement
is absolutely contrary to the fact.
No man in this country, whether
employer or employe, is above the
law, nor can any such person be
permitted to defy the authority of
the people as a whole.”
