“If we had been armed,” said Capt.
Chau, “or if we had even one gun tha
size of the ones on the Petrel, we
wouldn't have chased ourselves to port
the way we were compelled ‘to do. Why,
the Petrel tried to ram us at first, and
when we got under way, she fired ¢n
us at very close range. But when
we got under way Tt was not very hard
But whilet we
were within range she peppered us
good and hard and it's a wonder she
didn’'t blow our heads off, for it was
plainly the purpose of the commander
of the Petrel to sink us and kill us, if
possible, At least 100 shots were fired
at the Silver Spray and about 20 struck
us, for it was, at first, like firing at a
barndoor at short range—they couldn't
miss us. But after we gave the Petrs]
the slip, she cauldn’t hit up by 20
yards. But che kept firing until we
Wwere over the American line by a mile
or two.
