MUST HAVE A PERMIT.

— —

New Regulations Regarding !hlp-l

ping of Fish Out of Provinee.

Deputy Commissioner Bastedo of the
fisheries department is in receipt of the
new regulations of the Dominion gov-
einment, which go in force lmmedlate-'
ly. sar. Basiedo 1s anxious to draw .:u-i
tention to the provision by which 19
speckled trout, black bass or maski-
ncnge can be shipped or taken 1rom
the province except where anglers wake
out a permit from the department, and;
then only the lawful catch of two days.

“The department has found,” sm-i!
Mr. Bastedo, “that anglers from the
States were in the habit of expressing
fish to the other side, where they were
sold to defray the anglers’ expenses.
The size limit for maskinonge may ap-
pear large, but these famous fish have
been practically driven from the once
celebrated fishing grounds of the prov-
ince.” The regulations are as follows:

“No one shall catch in one day by
argling more than eight small or large
mouthed bass, four maskihonge, twelve
pickerel (dore), or four lake trout; a'
greater number of speckled or brook
trout than in the aggregate shall weigh
mcre than ten pounds, and no greater
number than 30 speckled or brook
trout, the said number weigh less than
ten pounds.

‘“No bass less than 10 inches in
length, speckled trout less than 6,
pickerel (dore) less than 15 inches In
length, and maskinonge less than 30
irches in length, shall be sold, offered
or exposed for sale, or had in possgs-
sicn. The measurements shall be from
the point of the nose to the centre of
the tail.

prchibited for a period of five years,
but any person from a foreign country
fieshing in the -waters of the province
and applying and paying for an ang-
Jor's permit, may, upon leaving the
prcvince, when the same are accom-|
panted by him, take with him the law-
ful catch of two days’ angling.”

Loan Company Failed to Remove
Scale-Infected Trees on
* Rykert Farm,

St. Catharines, June 7.—(Special).—

The decision in a case of much interest
to fruit growers was given here to-day
by Magistrate Comfort, who imposed a
fine of $20 and costs upon the Hamiiton
Provident & Loan Company.
pany owns the Rykert Farm, just out~
side the city., On it are 4000 dead peaci
trees, killed by the San Jose scalc.
About Easter Inspector Furminger or-
dered the company to destroy the trees
within 30 days, as the law directs. The
company refused to obey, and the in-
speéctor laid a complaint against them
berore the magistrate.

Edward McArdle, who has a fruit
farm near the Rykert farm, said he had
known for some time of the Rykerc
trees being infected.- T'wo weeks ago he
visited the place and found that onuy
a few trees had been removed. He said
the scale begins to be most dangerous
about the middle of June, and he was
prepared to say that fully one-third of
the trees in the orchard were infected.
The trees had been infected about rive
years; they had been dead tor two
years.

trees could be removed every day.

A. 8. Trapnell swore that he had ask-
ed Inspector McCoy of the Hamilton
Provident & Loan Co. to remove the ib=
fected trees, and Mr., McCoy had stated
that Mr. Frost had rented the farm and
he had been instructed to remove the
peach trees. At least one-half of the
trees, he said, have sprouts, and such
trees would be as dangerous as flourish-
ing ones.

For the defence, Daniel Frost, who
leased the farm, said he had started to
remove the infected trees, and had been
at it several weeks. He had removed
about 150 trees. He thought ever half
the orchard was dead, and said there

was nothing to prévent the company

sending men to remove the trees.

Inspector McCoy of the Loan Com-
pany said it was the company’s inten-
tion to remove the trees as soon as pos-
sible.

Commenting on the case,~the magis-
trate said the orchard seemed to be a
menace to the community.

A few years ago this orchard was ona
of the finest in the Niagara district,
bearing thousands of baskets of fine
peaches every year. It is now leased
for $50 a year.
