On leaving her I 
remarked, “you will never again he able to say 1 no one has 
cared, for my soul I offer you the shelter of the Homo and 
Christian friends to enable you to load a better life.”)

Oct. 10th.—Mr. D------ called to obtain permission
to place M. «S. in the Home, lie states that she had been 
surrounded all her liib by the worst influences, her parents 
having been idle dissolute persons, and their associates of 
the same class.
