Soviet Army Southwest of Petrograd Loses Heavily in Men,
Guns and Ammunition—R ussian Reds Near Podsevy
Desert To Esthonians.

London, Aug. 16.—Several battalions of Bolshevik troops
have been wiped out in the new counter-offensive of the North-
vestern Russian army along the River Luga, southwest of Petro-
grad, aecording to dispatches from Helsingfors dated Wednesday.
The soviet forces also lost large numbers of prisoners, machine
guns and ammunition.

On the west bank of the Luga, in the region east of Narva,
he anti-Bo!shevik troops occupied Alexandroffskaia Gorka, east

f Pskov, south of Narva, Other anti-Bolshevik detachments made
hids against the soviet front and captured 500 prisoners.

16.—Rumania will not be
strip Hungary™ according
to the draft of the supreme council’s
reply to the last note from Budapest
which was completed at today's meet-
ing of the council. The Bucharest Gov-
ernment is informed that the fixing of
the amount of reparation to be made by
Hungary, as well as its distribution is a
matter under control of the allied and
assoclated powers, and that until final
decision is reached all war, railway and
agricultural material now in Hungary
and subject to distribution will be under
the common administration of the allied
powers. The text of the reply follows:

‘““The peace conference without revert-
ing to a certain number of points which
call for correction, on 1its part notes
with satisfaction the Rumanian declara-
tion that it intends to work in agree-
ment with the policy which the confer-
ence adopts in Hungary. It interprets
this declaration as an indication that
IRumania as a state participating in con-
ference communicated through the mili-
tary mission delegated to Budapest by
the supreme council.

TORONTO, Aug. 15.—Forest fires which are now sweeping the Parry Sound{
district, completely wiped out Deer Lake settlement, 23 miles from Parry Sound,
on Wednesday, according to incomers from the north country.

Travelers who alighted from trains
tonight said the settlers were preserving their lives only by moving about from
one clearing to another as the fire swept onward.

Right To Fix Reparation.

According to the principle of the peace
conference. accepted by all the Allies
and applied in particular in the treaty
of peace with Germany, it is the right of
the assembly of z1l the allied and asso-
ciated power alone to fix the reparation
to be made by Hungary and determine
upon its distribution among interested
states. Neither the Rumanian army
nor the Rumanian Government has the
right itself to fix Rumania's share, as-
sets of all kinds belonging to Hungary
being a pledge held by the allied powers
in common.”

Scores of Lives Saved by
Heroic Actions On
Battlefield.

CONSPICUOUS GALLANTRY

British War Office Issues
Particulars of Conduct
in Bafttle.

London, Aug. 16.—The war office has
issued particulars of the deeds for
which ‘the under-mentioned Canadian
officers were awarded the D. S. O. The
names have already been cabled:

Major Edwin G. Baker, 47th: During
the operations September 27, 29, 1918,
he commanded his battalion in heavy
fighting on two successive days, and by
his personal example and splendid
leadership inspired. the officers and men
of his command.

Major William E. Davis, 11th Rail-
ways: On August .21, . 1918, while in
charge of a detachment near Bucquoy,
he made reconnaissance of the lines in
forward areag to be reconstructed un-
der shell and machine-gun fire, and
carried out this work under very dif-
ficult conditions.

Lieut. James M. Dunwoody, Fort
Garry Horse: On October 9, 1918, he
wzs sent with his troops to ride down
enemy machins guns on the right flank.

Saved Many Lives.

Major Orvil A. KElliott, 5th Field
Ambulance: At Neuville Vitasse, Wan-
court, Cherisy, rom August 26 to 29,
1918: As the infantry advanced he fol-
lowed up closely, and although many
times he was forced to pass through
heavy enemy barrages, he kept in
close touch with thé battalions and kept
>stablishing collecting posts as far for-
ward as possible. He was the direct
means of saving many lives.

Major Charles J. Ingles, 20th: On two
occasions he organized partics to clean
out enemy machine gun nests that were
‘mpeding the advance. He was wound-
ed in the arm, bu: insisi®l on remain-
ing with his company during the after-
noon and night.

Cleaned Out Village.

Capt. John R, S. Lough, 72nd: From
September 27 to October 1, 1913, he was
in charge of a company numbering enly
60, during the attack on Sancour* zand
Blecourt. He mopped up tha village
and sent to the rear over 200 prisoaers
out of Sancourt alone, and captured an
additional 80 prisoners in Iilecourt.

Major Edward Liddell Middlemast,
Fort Garry Horse: On October 9, 1918, in
the Bois-du-Mont aux Villes and Bois-
de-Gattingny, he charged the wood
with the sword around the enemy’'s
right flank, killing large numbers and
capturing' approximately 200 prisoners
‘and 20 machine guns.

Lieut.-Col. Alexander T. Ogilvie, 14th
Artillery: Near Vise-en-Artois he
manoeuvred his brigade from the ex-
treme left corps front line into a for-
ward position in support of the centre.
He made a rapid reconnaissance of the
new situation under heavy shell fire, and
was in a position to cover the infantry
with all his batteries before the former
were in a position to commence the
attack.

Worked Without Rest.

Lieut.-Coi. Stanley Paulin, Medicals—
In the operations about Cambrai for the
five days of that battle he worked day
and night with very little rest.

Major Leslie F. Pierce, M. G. C., from
September 27 to October N 1918
Throughout the operation he d.lspln._\_‘cd
marked skill in handling his batteries,
particularly on October 1, when he was
sent forward with Instructions to insure
the machine gun defence of the ground
which had been gained.

Lieut. Bbenezer Menzies Preston, 87th
—For most conspicuous gallantry at
Bourlon, September 27, 1918; Cambrai
sector, with two men crawled up to
within bombing distance, and then
bombed and rushed the post. He killed
two of the crew who had escaped the
pombs, and sent a third out as prisoner.

Carried Out Relief.

Major Eduard John W. Ryan, 102nd—-
Between Dury and Canal Du Nord, he
led the battalion from the assembly
point to the jumping-oft place under a
continuous barrage of shell and machine
gun fire, and when on arrival it was
found that the battalions, through which
this unit was te pass had been held up,
he withdrew his men into .immediate
support; and afterwards carried out the
relief in pitch darkness over an unknown

LONDONDERRY MOBS STONE TROOPS
WHO ENDEAVOR TO BREAK UP A
DEMONSTRATION BY: NATIONALISTS:

Thousands of Dotlars Worth of Damage Done to Property
As a Result of Rioting and Looting—More Trouble
Is Feared in Irish City.

Londonderry, Ireland, Aug. 16.—Rioting and looting occurred
in this city during the past night and early this morning. Troops
sharged on mobs, but did not fire any shots. The soldiers, however,
were met with a volley of stones when they attempted to break up!
a Nationalist demonstration. The monetary loss from looting and|
from damage to property is estimated at thousands of pounds by
police authorities.

The trouble started when Nationalists set fire to a large num-|
ber of tar barrels which had been collected beneath an arch over
which was displayed a picture of Edward De Valera, president of!
the Irish republic and sang the ‘Soldier’s Song.”” Unionists
responded by singing the National Anthem.

One force of troops kept the crowds apart, while other de
tachments attempted to clear the streets, charging upon the
throngs repeatedly.

Bricks and stones were hurled at the charging troops, one sol-
dier being seriously hurt.. The Nationalists were finally driven
back to their’own quarters. Windows were smashed and shops|
were looted by the crowds, and the city was in darkness the en-
tire night. More rioting is feared tonight.

Although several revolver shots were heard during the riot-
ing, no reports -of anyone having been injured have been re-
ceived. The troops declare that none of them fired any shots, andi
that when they drove back the crowds they advanced with their
bayonets raised in the air.
