Ten more gold bricks from the Foley
mines, on the Seine River, were plac-
ed on exhibition in a show case at
lthe St. Louis Hotel this - afternoon,
iand during all the time they were to
be seen they were visited by an ex-
cited stream of people. ‘The gold is
the result of sixteen days run of the
mili at the Foley mine. It weighs 34
pounds and is worth about $7500.

J. C. Foley, the proprietor of the
Foley mine, sald to-day that his re-
ports from the mine are more satis-
factory than ever, that the mlill, is
running steadily, and that the Foley
will continue to ship bricks until every
person that has any doubts regarding
the mine acknowledges that this is the
greatest gold fitlkd on earth and they
will not stop even then.

The bricks are brought down by
Jack Everett and William Cassidy,"
who are employed at the Foley mine.
They carried the gold In a pack sack
across their shoulders, and several
rarrow escapes for both men and gold
wecurred. Jack Everett had an es-
pecially close call while crossing Rat
Root River. The river was swollen
and the current very swift. Everett,
who was at this time carrying the
pack eack containing the gold, start-
od to oroeg the river on a log. When
he was part way across the log gave
a turn and Everett and the pack sack
slipped into the river, which is very
deep at that point. His clothes and
phe gold weighed him down, and he at
once sank like a stone, Cassidy, who
had not yet stanted across when Eve-
rett fell, started after him. The cuf-
rent was rapidly - carrying Everett
down the stream, when he came to
the surface, and Cassidy assumed con-
diderable risk when he 'went! to.. his
mezcue. Finally, however, he managed
to get hold of Everett’s collar and
hauled him out on the bank, where he
quickly recovered,

Again, when they were crossing the
ice at Johnson Lake, both men broke
through the ice and went inalmost up
to their necks.

Several other narrow escapes helped
to round out the uncomfortable fea-
tures of the trip. Between Crane Lake
stopping house and Jobhmston’s they
met four or five tough-looking men,
who stopped them, with a long list of
questions about themselves and the
Rainy Lake country, and during ‘the
whole interview the two kept their
hands on their guns, fearing a hold-
up. None occurred, however, and the
m’eﬂ;1 arrived at Tower ' safely last
night.
