Souvenir hunting in abandoned Ger-
man dougouts—a favorite occupation of
the entente soldiers on the western front
when time permits—is not as safe a

time now as it was at first. The wily
unshnvemoﬁedtoallkindsd
tricks to make the visit almost as dang-
erous to the intruder as when they still
remained there, as vividly told by Lewis
R. Freeman, in an illustrated article in
the September Popular Mechanics Mag-
agine, of which the following is a
sample:

“Something of the direction his (the
German’s) latest effort has taken was
revealed by a Tommy who was exhibit-
ing to me some of the treasures he had
gathered in cleaning up a recently oc-
cupied German dugout. One of these,
carefully preserved between the leaves
of a magazine, was the photograph of
what was evidently a German girl,
punctured with not less than a dozen
bullet holes.

« “Did you take it from a German sol-
dier? I asked.

“«No, sir, was the reply,
the wall of a dugout’

««Byut how did she come to get so shot
to pieces?” I asked; adding banteringly,
¢I have never heard that the British sol-
dier makes war on women.

««But this ’Un lydy was makin’ war
on us,. sir,y he answered with a grin;
or leastways one of ’er friends, three or
four dugouts down the line tried to
strafe us, and we had orders to strafe
back.’

“Then he went on to explain that the
Tommies had always vied with each
other in collecting photographs from the
walls of the captured dugouts as souven-
irs, a circumstance which the Germans,
who appeared to have got wind of it in
gome way, endeavored to take advantage
of bysrunning a wire from the back of
some of these mural decorations to
mines concealed beneath the floor. The
Tommies had alrcady learned to avoid
stepping on the loose ends of boards,
and to refrain from rocking ‘tortoises’
and _picking up inconsequential odds and
ends from the floor; but. the ‘mined’
