COUSINS OF OIGBY 

DIES AT AGE OF 80
Long Prominent in Fish Business 

and Was of Firm of Syda & 
Cousins

Digby, N. S., April 11—Captain James 
W. Cousins died at one o’clock this morn­
ing, aged eighty years. He was one of 
Digby s best known citizens and was high­
ly respected by everyone. He was born in 
Digby and had been engaged in the fish 
business for nearly half a century. In his 
early days he visited various parts of the 
world in the merchant marine service and 
later became one of Digby’s first fishing 
shippers. He retired from the sea and be­
came a member of the firm of Syda & 
Cousins, who carried on a wholesale fish 
business up to the time of the death of 
Mr. Syda, after which he retired three 
years ago.

Mr. Cousins is survived by four sons— 
Edward M. of Jamaica Plain, Maas.; Bland 
W. and Arthur E. of Digby, and Harry

Another steamship line opening up a 
new avenue for Canadian trade may be 
added to the long list of lines having St. 
John for terminal. Representatives of 
an Italian steamship company have been 
in St. John securing information regard­
ing harbor facilities and other matters 
preparatory to reporting on the best ter­
minus for a line which their company 
propose to establish.

The company is a large one with head­
quarters at Naples and already operates 
lines of steamers to New York and other 
United States ports. There are half a 
dozen lines operating between Italy and 
the United States and, as there is no reg­
ular line to Canada, the opportunity for 
a new line looked good. There is already 
a large traffic, both freight and passenger, 
between Italy and Canada but it is hand­
led through American ports and they be- ’ 
lieve that the business could be increased 
greatly with direct communication.

The steamship men were in Halifax be­
fore coming to St. John and from St. 
John they will go to Portland and Mont­
real. The decision as to which ports shall 
be made their terminal depends on their 
report.

Lately it was reported that the C. P. 
R. might operate a line between Canada 
and Italy.

Rome, April 11—Pope Pius rose today 

and sat in an arm chair in his bedroom 
while his bed was being made up.

Rome, April 11—The condition of the 
Pope was found unchanged this morning 
when Professor Marchafavia and Doctor 
Marci examined him. His temperature had 
increased very slightly, registering nearly 
99. No fresh symptoms had developed 
during the night, but Professor Marchia- 
fava again recommended absolute rest for 
the Pontiff and declared that extreme care 
was necessary.

The Pope was feeling rather stronger to­
day and expressed his extreme disappoint­
ment at not beipg able to receive the pil­
grims from Venice. He said he would 
have liked to have made an effort at least 
to be carried before them and to impart 
to them the apostolic benediction, but~Pro- 
fessor Marchiafava absolutely refused con­
sent.

On learning of this decision, the Pope 
asked Cardinal' Merry Del Val, the papal 
secretary of state, to receive the pilgrims 
for him in the royal hall, where he told 
him to give them a reception of great sol­
emnity and to impart to them a blessing 
in his name. The secretary of state was 
told also to deliver a short address to them 
and to hand to each of them a commemor­
ative medal.

At four o’clock this afternoon, Cardinal 
Merry Del Val received more than 3,000 
pilgrims of different nationalities, the larg­
est gathering ever received by any cardin- 
■al.at the Vatican. ----

Loss of Several Thousands of Dol­

London, April 11—Militant suffragettes 
started on their work of destruction at 
a very early hour this morning, when they 
set fire to the grand stand of the great 
cricket grounds at Tunbridge Wells. They 
left behind them a photograph of Mrs. 
Emmeline Pankhurst as an indication, that 
the women had taken this means of pro­
testing against her imprisonment in Hollo­
way jail.

The fire started in the dressing rooms 
of the members’ pavilion, in which large 
quantities of tarred netting, used in cricket 
practice, was stored. The building was ex­
tensively damaged and the loss caused by 
the fire amounts to several thousand dol­
lars.

Miss Zelie Emerson, a militant suffrag­
ette from Jackson, Mich.( is in a serious 
condition, having developed appendicitis. 
Dr. Mansell-Moullin, her physician, said 
this morning:

“Inflammation undoubtedly has develop­
ed an attack of appendicitis. The pain suf­
fered by Miss Zelie Emerson is responding 
somewhat to local treatment, but it will be 
impossible to correct her condition per- 
manetnly withiut an operation jwhich 
is unthinkable at present, because of her 
extremely weakened condition. The nerv­
ous symptoms have improved somewhat to­
day, my patient having enjoyed a compar­
atively restful night. She is still, how­
ever, unable to see anyone.”

A communication from the Board of 
Trade urging that, on acount of diffi­
culty experienced in securing sufficient 
labor for the various undertakings now 
in progress, the laborers’ tax be abolished 
or suspended, was received by the city 
commissioners this morning.

The commissioners reported that they 
had found more men looking for *ork 
than could be employed and in conse­
quence they did not consider it neces­
sary to offer inducements for more labor­
ers to come to the city. Commissioner 
Wigmore said that when he arrives at 
his office each moming he always finds 
from one to ten men waiting seeking 
work and these are young able-bodied 
men most of whom are willing to go 
as far as Adelaide road for work at $1.75 
a day.

REPORTED GHEE IN 
STEEL INDUSTRY SITEBORDEN MATTER GETS 

ED BRITISH USE
A change has been made in the site 

for the steel and iron industry to be es­
tablished at St .John. It was first ' in­
tended to place the works near the head 
of the eastern side of Courtenay Bay, 
adjoining the ship repair plant, but it 
has been found that this would not pro­
vide sufficient room for the plant much 
less for probable, expansion.

It is understood that arrangements 
have been made to secure the large area 
of land at the mouth of Little River, to 
the south of the new breakwater. With 
the land that could be reclaimed added 
to the shore area sufficient room could 
be secured for a very large plant

London, April 11—Kier Hardie will aek

London, Eng., April 11—Alex. Clement,

ships which Borden tries to wrest from an 
unwilling people as a present to the admir­
alty will be not merely a few knighthood 
ribbons and medals, as in the case of the 
ship tricked out of the Malay States, but 
also the intense ill-feling and the bitter 
sentiment of at least half the Canadian 
people—an ill-feling and resentment which 
would hereafter result in execrable rela­
tions between the dominion and the mo­
ther country and -be pregnant with possibil­
ities of very serious trouble.
