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PERU TALKS BACK

The Monthly Magazine entitled “Peru
Today,” in its issue for July, devotes its
leading article to the rubber district cruel-
ties of which eo much has been heard since
the report of Sir Roger Casement was re-
vently published. Peru Today does not
treat the matter quite as seriously as the
press of England and the United States,

_although it admits that evils exist. For

sxample it says:—
“Unquestionably it is true, and the truth
cannot be hidden, nor is it desired by this

' publication to hide it, that great wrongs
. were committed, and that as in all reforms

it needed work such as the campaign car-
ried' on by Hardenburg, the American en-
gineer, who has bared the sore, and the ex-
posures in Truth to bring the matter to a
focus:” (

Having said this much, however, Peru

- Today directs the attention of critics to

the half starved and morally dead deni-
gens of the slums of New York and Lon-
don, and suggests that there would be less
talk about the cruelties in Peru but that a
well khown banking house, of which a
former president of Colombia is & partner,
would like to secure the rubber consign-
ment business for itself, and destroy the
Peruvian firm which now has control. It
charges further that many of the greedy
and bloodthirsty task masters in the rub-
ber district are Barbados negroes and Brit-
ish subjects, and that conditions similar
to those in Peru exist in the rubber dis-
tricts of Brazil, Colombia, Ecuador, Vene-
guels and Bolivia. This maga¥ine further
says that the British government not long
ego thanked that of Peru for its efforts to
suppress the evils mentioned. These efforts
followed the exposures made by Harden-
burg, the American engineer. The Peru-
vian government sent Judge Paredes as a
commissioner to the rubber districts, and
his report was of so startling a character

{ that it led to the appointment of a legis-

lative commission, which sent the judge
on a second visit to prepare a report which
has lately been received and is soon to be
published. Following this' publication a
law will be passed for the protection of the
Indians in the rubber belt. In his report
Judge Paredes says that the chief of-
fenders have fled, and that conditions have
greatly improved, and Peru Today expres-

. ges the view that a little more of such

courage and persistent effort as he has put
forth '“will make the cruelties of the
Amazon region a thing of the past, and an
incident in the evolution of the continent
for which Peru alone should not be made
to bear the burden.”

LIBERAL ACTIVITY

The statesman to whom the people of
Canada are looking today with the most
eager interest is not Premier Borden but
fir Wilfrid Laurier. Mr. Borden return-
ed to Canada and found that the chieftains
of the Liberal party were by no means
downecast but very cheerful and very ac-
tive. On Saturday last Sir Wilfrid spoke
in the constituency of Rouville, and Hon.
Bidney Fisher and Homn. George P. Gra-
ham in Brome. Both of these Liberal
roeetings were marked by the greatest en-
thusiasm, and indicate that both in the
French and English portions of Quebec

af=-the. prospects for the Liberal party are

very bright. Sir Wilfrid Laurier was giv-
en a remarkable reception at Marieville,
and among those who cheered him were
Liberals who in September last had been
deluded into supporting the Nationalist
party. Sir Wilfrid had no difficulty in
pointing out to these people how they had
been deceived, by men who told them that
if Laurier were beaten the navy would be
at once abolished, separate schools would
be established in Manitdba, a better im-
migration policy would be adopted, and
other changes made. For himself, S§ir Wil-
frid declared that he would make no ap-
peals to passion, or to race or religious
prejudices. He had stood and would stand
for conciliation and a united Canada. To
that policy Canada is largely indebted for
the great prosperity of today, for where
discord is, prosperity cannot be. Speaking
before a French-Canadian audience, Sir
Wilfrid stood to his guns in the matter
of the naval policy. His speech was deliv-
ered with a force and vigor which showed
_him. to be equal to a strenuous campaign,
and from every standpoint this opening
meeting of his tour was a marked success.
The Conservatives will very soon find that
they have matters other than banquets call-
ing for their attention. The west is eager-
ly awaiting a visit from the Liberal lead-
er, and he will receive a welcome there,
we are told in despatches to the Toronto
Globe, which will prove that when next
an appeal is made to the country the west
will stand by the man who has stood to
his guns in defeat, and who best repre-
gents the views of the men of the west.

GRAHAM AND FISHER SPEAK
Referring to the naval question in a
gpeech in Brome county the other day,
Hon. George P. Graham said: — ‘The
-strongest, most trenchant speech ever
made by the Hon. George E. Foster was
sgainst a contribution to the Imperial

. navy. But Borden forsook the policy the

Conservatives had endorsed. Monk said
we will have no navy. Hughes said it's
a ‘tinpot’ navy; we’ll give you dread-
roughts. Then they declared for a pleb-
site. Now we hear no more of that.
That are they going to do? T don’t be-
ve they know themselves.”
In the same occasion Hon.SBydney Fisher
d:—“The Tories are rent in twain on
navy question. We must assume the
ponsibility of some naval work, as an

A danger has al- |
ready risen of a conflict between the east |
and the west. I don’t believe it can dis-
member the dominion, but it will hurt
Canada’s progress. The safety of the em-‘:
pire depends on the contented feeling of |
the people in the several empire units.” !

On the same question Mr. Graham said: i
“Canada must get a larger market for her
produce. We need no longer bring men
into the country to produce unless we can
find a market for the increasing products.
The present government will be forced to
go to the people with a proposition for a
larger market. They need not call it re-
ciprocity. Call it what you will—Canada
must have a larger market. There is no
getting away from it.”
