London, April 17. — The improved
rospects of early peace in Ireland as a
result of the utter disorganization of
the Republican movement through the
recent Government successes are lead-
ing many people throughout the coun-
try to question the wisdom of press-
ing for a fight to the finish, says a
Dublin despatch to the Times.

“The Free State has some 12,000 or
15,000 prisoners in its jails,” the cor-
respondent writes, “and the problem
of their future is becoming acute. Ifj
the Government insists upon a Cartha-|

inian peace, these men will come out|
off the prisons cowed for the moment,
butt sullen and resentful at what they
covsider a peace of vengeance.

“More seeds of bitterness will bej
sown and the spirit of revenge will be|
kept alive by the women. Thus the!
children will grow up as in the past
with a spirit of hatred for the existing
institutions bred in their bones.

“There is a growing feeling that De|
Valera shounld, if possible, be given a
chanee to save his face.”

As an indication of the prevalent
feeling, the correspondent quotes the
Irish Times as advocating a conference
between a Government representative
and the Republicans with a neutral
chairman, It suggests Monsignor
Luzio for this post. i

The newspeper admits that the idea|
may not be pleasing to the Govern- |
ment, but says a conference is the
only alternative to a continuance of the
fighting until the extremists have been
utterly crushed. It urges that the |
Government could mot be endangered |
by such a conference, which might|

London, April 17—The new budge
is on the whole very favorably re-
ceived by the morning newspapers.
This is also the attitude of the finan-
cial and business interests as ex-
pressed in brief interviews. The pa-
pers representing Labor and ‘Lloyd
Georgian Liberalism are, however, al-
most entirely hostile to Mr. Baldwin’s
proposals.

The Times is especially eulogistic
and thinks that the division of the
large surplus is almost ideal. The pro-
tectionist Post, for which no budget
is altogether good unless it includes a
general customs tariff on manufactur-
ers and agricultural produce, neverthe-
less thinks that the public will receive
the budget gratefully.

The Moderate Conservative Daily
Telegraph thinks that the budget holds
the scales evenly between debt redemp-
tion and relief from taxation and sees
little ground for fault finding-

The Imperialist Daily Mirror pro-
nounces the budget sound and states-
manlike, and thinks it should enable
the government to recover some of the
ground it has lost.

The Independent Express calls it
a model budget, while the moderate
Liberal Westminster Gazette says it
is mainly honest and far-seeing and
will probably be popular.

The Daily News, of Asquithian Lib- |
eral convictions, considers it fairly hon- |
est and thinks that Stanley Baldwin is |
entitled to praise for his adherence to
sound financial principles.

ing judgment.”

0 FIGHT PLAN
OF PREMIER DRURY

Conservative and Liberal
Leaders Make Announce-
ments in Toronto.

Toronto, April 17—If the govern-
ment of Ontario persists that redistri-
bution is to be carried out along the
lines laid down by Premier Drury on
last Friday then it will be fought at
every ditch.

This assurance was given by Hon.
G. Howard TFerguson, Conservative
leader, and put in a milder form by
W. E. N. Sinclair, Liberal, when they
spoke on the second reading of the
redistribution bill last night.

From Premier Drury, the Conserva-
tive leader sccured the information
that the redistribution  committee
would decide how much proportional
representation therc was to be and in
what districts it was to be tried.

Mr. Sinclair was also opposed to pro-
portional represcntation at the present
time.

Mr. Ferguson contended that the
Premier in submitting four separate
units of representation as a basis of re-
distribution was far away from what
had always been accepted in Canada
by both old parties as the proper
basis—namely representation by popu-
lation. . The Conservative leader said
there must be some variance between
the rural and the urban units but in
a general way representation by popu-
lation held.
