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Carnornic Marriaces.—However the pre-
sent Parliament may have disappeinted up-
on some of the weightier and more popular
measures submitted to its consideration,
there have passed into law, during the vessi-
on, some acts which, although of minor nofe,
afforded secure evidence of liberal views and
enlightened improyement. Amongst these
we would instance the Separatists’ Affirma-
tion Bill, and more particularly the pending
Catholic Marriage Bill. The cruelty of the
law| whizh declared the marriage of two poor
Catholics by a priest of their own persuasicn
illegal, and bastardised their issue, has af-
forded a constant theme of reproach to the
legislature. The new law dees rot accord
much—but what it gives is valuable: a prin-
ciple is at once recognised and applied,
which must soon advance to its legitimate
ends. The Bill declares that all marriages
in England between Roman Cetholics, by a
Roman Catholic priest, shall be.good and
valid in law, provided first, that the parties
shall have been, for six months previous,
comimunicants under the spiritual care of the
priest who marries them, or shall produce to
hin: a certificate from another priest, whose
communicants they have been for the like
term ; 2dly, that the marriage shall be re-
gistered with the clerk of the peace, town-
clerk, or other like officer of the p'ace where
the marriage is solemnized ; such certificate
to be signed by the officiating priest, the
husband and wite, and the witnessess to the
marriage ; and 3dly, that the ceremony shall
be pertormed in a licensed Catholic chapel,
with open doors, between the hours of 8 in
the morning, and 12 at noon. And priests
celebrating marriages contrary to these pro-

visions, are to forfeit not less than 2)i. nor

more than 50/ for every such informal mar-
riage. This will prove a just concession to
the Roman Catholics; and ‘'we dwell upon
the measure with greater complacency, be-
cause we see in it the first step towards an
enlarged system of improved religious poiicy
which the circumstances of the couiitry iw-
Every Chrisuan cou-
munity has a right not only to marry, but to
baptise and bury according to such {orms as
the faith and conscience of the parties con-

cerned shall prescribe. The state has no
detensible authority to interfere, unless to
see,  as it -has properly done with respect to
the Catholic Marriages™ Bill jyst cited, that
the ceremony shall be gone through with
“decent publicity, order, and regularity, ana
that a valid record of the eveut shail be pre-
served, tor the satistaction of all these whose
interests may be ailected by the transactio..
We teel justified then m looking {orvward to
a specdy extensicn of tiis priueiple to all re-
ligious comrmunities duly organised and ligi-
tunately established. It 1s only necessaiy
for the various bodies of dissenters through-
out the United Kingdom to press the subject
forward with temper and decision, and 1t
must be granted. We shall then have, in
every county, a general public registering
ot all marriages, births, and deaths, which,
it regarded as a measure of civil policy onlj,
is most desirable.—Sunday Heradd.

« WHAT IS THE LEGAL, LEGITIMATE,
AND UNQUESTIONABLE REGEN-
;CY FOR PORTUGAL?
“ Ita lex scripta est,

““The Constitutional Charter, cap. 9., art.
92, 93, and 94, thus answers the above im-
poriant question :—

“« Art. 92.—-During his minority (the
King’s) the kingdom shall be governed by a
Regency, to which shall belong the relation
whoss most. nearly allied to the King, ac-

| cording to the oider of succession, and
of more than 29 years ol age.

¢ Art. 93.—It the King have no relation
in which these conditions are united, the
kingdom shall be governed by a permanent
Regency, appointed by the General Cortes,
consisting of three memlers, the oldest of
whowm shall be the President.

“¢Art. 94.—Until such a Regency shall
be established the kingdom shall be govern-
ed by Provisional Regency, composed of the
Miuisters of State tor the Home Departinent

and Justice, aud of the two Councillors ct

State of the greatest seniority in oflice, &e.
There is, then, no hypothesis whatever
according to which Don Pedro d’Alcaniara,
a Braziwan L’ruce, can without violation
of the charter, and without usurpation, be
Regent of Portugal. Would the Portuguese
people stain thie day of their glorious triumph
by the abandcnnient of principles, and of
the banner under the shade of which tiey
have won the lively sympathy of foreign na-
tions, and Lave fuvught *with so much valour
and persevereance? Assuredly vot. If
then, the words constitutwnatl charter were
owitted 1n the late act ot acclamation of tie
Senhota Donna Maria 11., by the noble, faith-
ful, and constitutional people ot Lisbou, such
owission can only be attributed to the haste
with which, in tie midst of the enthusiasm
of their patriotic zeal, they overlooked the
imperfect form in which that docunent was
drawn up. The rights of the Senhora Don-
na Maria I1. are blenced and 1dentified with
the constitutioual charter; to trample on 1t
is to dethrone her, and to furge new chains
for us. It is not possible that the Portu-
guese nation would, with valiant and gene-
rous hands, break tiie sanguinary yoke ot one
usurper terely to bow the head under the
cinieter of another, rejectea vy the natwn
wiach chose liie arid vy the cowrtry 1ciich
adopled feemn..  What coame have our two
Portuguese Princesses comunitted that they
should be despoiled of thewr niguts ¢ *'Lo
be iree,” sald au orator oi the st rank
the Constithent Ascemrbly, * 1t 15 1irst neces-
sary to be just. \

The Paris papers abound in extracts from
the Swiss papers relating to the disturbances
which have lately occurred at Basle and Zu-
rich. 'The federal Government was taking
the most energetic measures to put down the
tacticus, and 1t seemns to have been heartily
seconded by the whole population of tue
well-atiected cantons. In Paris it was be-
lieved that the riots were the effects of Prus-
sian or Austrian instigations, the aim of
wiich was a pretext tor sending an army to
tie cantuns, or at least the Swiss frontiers.
Laan ardcle of Friday’s Jouraut des Devdls,
Austila aad Prussia are threatened witu
french wterference, should eitker of those

Powers or both.venture to take any part in
the dissensions which have broken out a-
mong the cantons.

POLISII PRUSSIA.

The state of the Duchy of Posen is far from
being satistactory. Public &kactions of va-
rious kinds and devices empoverish the in-
habitants to their last farthing, and frequent
levies ofyrecruits deprive the country of vi-
gorous aris for labour.  Under the pretence
that we allowed the Polish refugees to pass
from abroag to Poland, his Majesty the King
has cancelled the amuesty formerly granted
to those who had taken any part in the Po-
lish struggie. They are now, if young,
pressed-i0to Prussian regiments to serve as
privates; I old aud wealthy fined. To tie
last categoty belong all the officers ¢f higher
rank. General Cnlapowski is fined 22,000
thalers; Theodore Mycielski 27,000 thalers;
Baranowski 5,000 thalers ; &e. Those whom
the military holds exempt from service, on
account of some natural delect, lumencess, or
mutilatipn, are subject to the mosi humiiat-
1:13 inspection of the mtlitary surgeous.—
I'ney are placed, stark naked, uader the
i klappe” (measure of height), where tacy
stand exposed to public view.
